AN ORDINANCE Appropriating $800,000 from the downtown development fund and $200,000 from the general fund for the MANAGEMENT OF HEMMING PLAZA, as initiated by Revised b.T. 14-086; pROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEARS 2014-2015 AND 2015-2016; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND I3-JAX, INC. FOR THE manageMENT OF HEMMING PLAZA (THE “MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT”); APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER An AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND I3-JAX, INC. TO USE CERTAIN SPACE WITHIN THE MAIN LIBRARY IN CONNECTION WITH THE MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT; WAIVING SECTIONS 191.103 THROUGH 191.111 OF CHAPTER 191 (SPECIAL EVENTS AND ENTERTAINMENT DISTRICT), ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING CHAPTER 250 (MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS REGULATIONS), PART 5 (DOWNTOWN SIDEWALK VENDORS AND OPEN AIR MARKETS), ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING CHAPTER 667 (PARK VENDING), ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING SECTIONS 656.803 THROUGH 656.805 OF  CHAPTER 656 (ZONING CODE), PART 8 (ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Hemming Plaza was established in 1857 and is Jacksonville’s oldest public park; and

WHEREAS, due to its centralized location, Hemming Plaza is an important part of the downtown experience for both tourists and local citizens; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville desires to (i) hire a third party to manage, operate and increase the beneficial use of Hemming Plaza, (ii) allow for streamlined processes for conducting events and utilizing park vendors at Hemming Plaza; and (iii) protect the general public’s welfare; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sums from the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal years 2014-2015 and 2015-2016.


Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 3 is to provide funding for the Management Agreement for Hemming Plaza.
Section 4.

Approval and authorization of Management Agreement.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, a Contract for the Operation and Management of Hemming Plaza (the “Management Agreement”) between the City of Jacksonville and I3-JAX, Inc., d/b/a Friends of Hemming Park, to operate and manage Hemming Plaza, in substantially the same form placed Third Revised On File with the Division of Legislative Services.
Section 5.

Approval and authorization of License Agreement.  As part of the Management Agreement, the City will grant a license to I3, Inc. to use of approximately 2,428 square feet of space on the ground floor at the Jacksonville Main Library located at 303 N. Laura Street, for office and storage purposes.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, a license agreement for such space at the Main Library, in substantially the same form attached as an exhibit to the Management Agreement Third Revised On File with the Division of Legislative Services, and to modify and renew the license agreement in accordance with its terms.

Section 6. 
Chapter 191 (Special Events and Entertainment District), Part 1 (Special Events), Sections 191.103 through 191.111, Ordinance Code, waived. Chapter 191 (Special Events and Entertainment District), Part 1 (Special Events), Sections 191.103 through 191.111, Ordinance Code, are hereby waived in their entirety so as to allow I3, Inc. to conduct events pursuant to the Management Contract without a permit from the City.  

Section 7.

Chapter 250 (Miscellaneous Business Regulations), Part 5 (Downtown Sidewalk Vendors and Open Air Markets), Ordinance Code, waived. Chapter 250 (Miscellaneous Business Regulations), Part 5 (Downtown Sidewalk Vendors and Open Air Markets), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived in its entirety to allow I3, Inc. to exercise authority over sidewalk vendors at Hemming Plaza and not require those vendors to obtain a City permit.

Section 8. 
Chapter 667 (Park Vending), Ordinance Code, waived. Chapter 667 (Park Vending), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived in its entirety so as to allow I3, Inc. to enter into contracts with park vendors and not require those vendors to register with the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department.


Section 9. 
Chapter 656 (“Zoning Code”), Part 8 (“Alcoholic Beverages”), Sections 656.803 through 656.805, Ordinance Code, waived. Chapter 656 (Zoning Code), Part 8 (Alcoholic Beverages), Sections 656.803 through 656.805, Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow for the sale, serving and consumption of alcoholic beverages in Hemming Plaza without having to make application to the City and without having to meet the distance limitations from established schools or churches.  The reason for this waiver is to give I3, Inc. the ability to attract visitors and events to Hemming Plaza by allowing the sale and consumption of alcohol, subject to the time limitations, area limitations and insurance requirements set forth in the Management Agreement.

Section 10.
Departmental Oversight.  The Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department shall oversee the Management Contract described herein.

Section 11.
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
