THIS AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”), by and between the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Florida
with principal office at 117 West Duval Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 (“Jacksonville™), and
the THE FIRST TEE OF NORTH FLORIDA, INC., a Florida non profit corporation whose
address for the purpose of this Agreement is 4401 Cypress Links Boulevard, Elkton, Florida
32033 (“First Tee”), is made and entered into this  day of , 2014, in
order to provide funding for the purchase of a vehicle and equipment for First Tee’s junior golf
programs (the “Project™).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, First Tee was organized in 1999 as a non profit Florida corporation
exempt from taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended from
time to time; and

WHEREAS, First Tee’s purpose is to give young people of all backgrounds an
opportunity to develop, through golf and character education, life-enhancing values such as
honesty, integrity, and sportsmanship; and

WHEREAS, Jacksonville believes that First Tee’s activities are beneficial to the citizens
of Jacksonville and its surrounding areas and, among other things First Tee promotes the welfare,
health, and interests of particpants in its junior golf programs and provides economic benefits to
Jacksonville and its surrounding areas; and ’

WHEREAS, Jacksonville desires to encourage and support First Tee’s golf and
education programs; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2014-__ -E, Jacksonville will make funds in the
amount of $75,000.00 available to First Tee to purchase a vehicle and golf equipment
(collectively the “Equipment”, described in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein
by this reference); and

WHEREAS, it is in Jacksonville’s best interests to provide funding for the Project and
enter into a contract with First Tee; now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual promises contained herein and for other good and
suffic¢ient consideration, the parties agree as follows:
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1. Incorporation of Recitals.. The above-stated recitals are true and correct and are
incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference.

2. Effective Date. This Agreement shall become effective on the day and year first
above written and shall continue in full force until the effective life of the Equipment has expired
of the equipment has been replaced by other equipment, whether or not funded by Jacksonville,
unless terminated earlier as provided in this Agreement; provided however, the procurement of
the Equipment shall be completed by First Tee no later than September 30, 2014.

3. Assistance with Purchasing Equipment. Jacksonville shall provide funding in a
total amount not to exceed SEVENTY-FIVE THOUSAND AND 00/100 DOLLARS ($75,000)
to First Tee to purchase the Equipment, as more particularly described in Exhibit A, with the
understanding that First Tee will use the funding only for the Project, that it will use the
Equipment in its junior golf programs, and that Jacksonville will not have any obligation to
maintain or repair the Equipment at any time. Expenditure of the funds on any matter other than
the Project or in any manner other than expressed herein shall be a material breach and default of
this Agreement and shall result in refunds as specificied in this Agreement.

4. First Tee Compliance. First Tee shall use its best efforts to comply with all
federal, state, and local laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances in connection with the
procurement and use of the Equipment.

5. Payment on Draw or Reimbursement Basis. Jacksonville’s  contribution
for the Project pursuant to this Agreement shall be on a “cost for reimbursement” basis.
Payments will be made within thirty (30) days of First Tee’s submittal to Jacksonville of
documentation, including bills, invoices, and other documents, satisfactory to Jacksonville’s
General Accounting Division, to justify withdrawal or reimbursement payment to First Tee. A
further precedent for payment by Jacksonville shall be a visual inspection by Jacksonville’s
representative that the Equipment is the same as is described in Exhibit A. '

6. Jacksonville’s Representative. Jacksonville’s  Department  of  Parks,
Recreation and Community Services (the “Department”) shall be responsible for overseeing,
administering, and implementing this Agreement. Jacksonville shall by subsequent written notice
advise First Tee of the contact person in the Department.

7. Accounting/Report. First Tee shall provide the Council Auditor with a full
accounting/report. Such accounting/report shall be in a form approved by the Council Auditor
and shall include, but not be limited to, copies of all invoices and checks.

8. Return of Unspent Funds. In the event that any unspent funds from
Jacksonville’s $75,000.00 contribution are in the possession of First Tee upon completion of the
Project or on September 30, 2014, whichever comes first, such unspent funds shall be
immediately returned to Jacksonville. Any funds that are unspent and which are still being held
by Jacksonville upon completion of the Project or on September 30, 2014, whichever comes
first, shall lapse and return to proper accounts.
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_ 9. Maximum Indebtedness. Jacksonville shall be indebted under this Agreement to
the maximum amount of SEVENTY-FIVE THOUSAND AND 00/100 DOLLARS ($75,000.00).

10.  Indemnification. First Tee shall hold harmless, indemnify, and defend
Jacksonville, its officers, employees, and elected officials against any claim, action, loss,
damage, injury, liability, cost or expense, of whatever kind or nature (including, but not by way
of limitation, attorney’s fees, expert witness fees, and court costs) arising out of injury (whether
mental or corporeal) to persons, including death, or damage to property arising out of or
incidental to any negligent act or omission of First Tee in its performance under this Agreement.

11.  Title to Vehicle. First Tee shall have title to the passenger van purchased
with Jacksonville’s contribution.

12. First Tee Responsibilities. First Tee shall be solely responsible for all
maintenance and repairs to the Equipment at no additional cost to Jacksonville.

13. Non-Waiver. The waiver by either party of any breach of this Agreement by the
other party shall not be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach of duty or covenant
imposed by this Agreement.

14.  Notices. All notices permitted or required under this Agreement shall be by
certified mail, return receipt requested, by hand delivery with a signed acknowledgement of
receipt, or by facsimile transmission with a transmission acknowledgement indicating the
transmission was completed. ‘

15.  Actions of Mayor and Corporation Secretary. The Mayor and Corporation
Secretary shall have the authority to terminate this Agreement under any circumstances in which
Jacksonville has a legal right to terminate this Agreement in accordance with the provisions
hereof.

16.  Termination for Convenience. Jacksonville shall have the absolute right to
terminate this Agreement without cause upon giving three (3) days’ advance written notice to
First Tee.

17.  Construction of Agreement Terms. The parties agree that they have had
meaningful discussion and/or negotiations of the provisions, terms, and conditions contained in
this Agreement. Therefore, doubtful or ambiguous provisions, if any, contained in this
Agreement shall not be construed against the party who physically prepared this Agreement.
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18. Entire Agreement. This Agreement represents the entire agreement by and
between the parties concerning the receipt and expenditures of the funds specified herein. No
agreement, statement, representation, course of action, course of statement, representation, or
conduct by either of the parties hereto or by their authorized representatives shall be binding if it
is not in writing and contained in this Agreement. This Agreement may be amended by written
instrument signed by the parties or their lawfully authorized representatives.

19. Severability. If any section, paragraph, sentence, or other part of this Agreement
is declared to be unenforceable or unlawful by a court of competent jurisdiction, then in such
event, such section, paragraph, sentence, or other part shall be severed from this Agreement and
shall not affect other terms and conditions herein.

20. Section/Paragraph Headings. All section/paragraph headings herein are
provided for convenience only and shall not be used in the interpretation or construction of the
Agreement.

21. Exhibits. All exhibits which are attached hereto are incorporated into this
Agreement as if fully set forth herein. '

22.  Governing Law/Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by the law of the
State of Florida. Venue for litigation of this Agreement shall be in a court of competent
jurisdiction in Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida.
