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RESOLUTION 2014-440-A
A RESOLUTION confirming the residential category change OF Matthew Ryan Kane, A DUVAL COUNTY RESIDENT, On THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN'S COMMISSION, REPLACING Paul Martinez AS AN AT-LARGE REPRESENTATIVE, PURSUANT TO SECTION 51.103, ORDINANCE CODE, for the remainder of Mr. Kane’s current term EXPIRing July 15, 2015; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Council in Resolution 2012-352-A, approved the appointment of Paul Martinez to the Jacksonville Children’s Commission as an At-Large representative; and


WHEREAS, Paul Martinez resigned on September 10, 2013; and

WHEREAS, the Council in Resolution 2012-351-A, approved the appointment of Matthew Ryan Kane to the Jacksonville Children’s Commission as a School Board District 4 representative, for a term expiring July 15, 2015; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Kane no longer resides in School Board District 4, but does now reside in the At-Large Group 2 District; and

WHEREAS, Section 51.103, Ordinance Code, requires that members reside in the district to which they are appointed; now therefore 


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Council hereby confirms the residential category change of Matthew Ryan Kane, a Duval County resident, on the Jacksonville Children’s Commission, from a School Board District 4 representative to an At-Large representative, replacing Paul Martinez, in accordance with Section 51.103, Ordinance Code, for the remainder of the current term ending July 15, 2015.
