RESOLUTION 2014-452-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING DEBRA ANNE GORNIK ON BEING NAMED THE UNITED STATES POSTAL SERVICE’S FIRST WOMAN POSTMASTER IN JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
the United States Postal Service is an independent agency of the United States federal government; it is one of the few government entities that is explicitly authorized by the United States Constitution; and

WHEREAS,
the United States Postal Service traces its roots and history to 1775, during the Second Continental Congress, on the eve of the American Revolution, when Benjamin Franklin was appointed the first Postmaster General; and

WHEREAS,
throughout the course of the Postal Service’s history, there has been significant milestones, including the issuance and sale of the first postal stamp in 1847, the era of the pony express in the nation’s expansion westward, the advent of rural free delivery in 1896, the arrival of motorized vehicles for mail delivery and the mechanization of the service’s sorting and delivery process; and
WHEREAS,
in a contemporary, historic milestone in the postal service’s history, Debra Anne Gornik was installed as the first woman Postmaster of Jacksonville, Florida in May 2014, Jacksonville’s 35th Postmaster since 1824; and

WHEREAS,
Debbie Gornik began her postal career in 1987 as a Clerk/City Letter Carrier in Pinellas Park, Florida and was shortly thereafter promoted to a Supervisor’s position in Clearwater in 1990; and
WHEREAS,
in the course of her distinguished career with the Postal Service, Ms. Gornik has served as Postmaster of Largo, New Port Richey, and Fort Myers Beach; in 2011, she received the Postal Customer Council Postal Leadership Award for the Southwest Area; and 

WHEREAS,
in her capacity as Postmaster of Jacksonville, Ms. Gornik oversees 33 stations, branches and associate offices  and 1,449 postal employees; she is responsible for mail delivery to 549,342 residential and business delivery points; and

WHEREAS,
Debra Anne Gornik has been able to advance in the United States Postal Service and reach the prestigious title and position of Postmaster because throughout her career she has been a dedicated and conscientious leader and we honor and commend her achievements and historic milestones; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council does hereby honor and commend Debra Anne Gornik on being named the first woman Postmaster in the United States Postal Service in Jacksonville, Florida and extend our best wishes for continued success in the years ahead.



Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
