AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, LICENSE AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND VARIOUS YOUTH ATHLETIC ASSOCIATIONS SO AS TO ALLOW THE CONTINUED USE, MANAGEMENT, AND MAINTENANCE OF THEIR RESPECTIVE CITY PARKS UNTIL MARCH 31, 2015; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

License Agreement Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a license agreement between the City of Jacksonville and various youth athletic associations in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Legislative Services Division. The athletic associations listed in this section have allowed their former license agreements to expire. The short term license agreements to be executed with the respective athletic associations will allow them to continue to use, manage, and maintain their respective City parks until March 31, 2015. The license agreements will be between the City and: Pablo Creek Football and Cheerleading of SAA for Adolph Wurn Park; MSA of Jacksonville for Alberts Field Park, Flynn Park, and Palmetto Leaves Regional Park; Argyle Athletic Association for Argyle Forest Park; San Jose Athletic Association for Baker Skinner Park; Jacksonville Jaguar Soccer Club for Brackridge Park; Mandarin Athletic Association for Burnett Park and Greenland Park; SOCK Outstanding Student (SOS) Academy for Cedar Hills-Barco Field; North Florida Athletic Association for Charles Clark Park; Greater Lakeshore Athletic Association for Criswell Park; Sans Souci Athletic Association for Fletcher Morgan Park; Southside Youth Athletic Association for Glynlea Park and Holiday Hill Elementary School Park; Wesconnett Athletic Association for J.E.B. Stuart School Park; Grand Park Athletic Association for Johnnie W. Walker Park; West Duval Youth Association for Lew Brantley Park; Maxville Civic Athletic Association for Maxville Park; Murray Hill Athletic Association for Murray Hill Playground; Normandy Athletic Association for Normandy Boulevard Sports Complex and Normandy Center; Argyle Athletic Association for Our Community Club Park; San Mateo Little League Athletic Association for San Mateo Little League Park; Southside Estates Athletic Association for Southside Estates Elementary School Park; Marietta Bullsbay Athletic Association for Thomas Jefferson Park; Northside Athletic Association for Tom Marshall Park; River City Softball Association for Victoria Park; Westside Football League for Wesconnett Park; West Duval Youth Association for Wheat Road Park; Whitehouse Athletic Association for Whitehouse Park; and, Forestview Athletic Association for Yancey Park.        

Section 2.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the projects described herein.

Section 3.

Rule 4.901 Requesting one cycle emergency passage.
One cycle emergency passage of this ordinance is requested. The reason for the emergency is that the license agreements with the athletic associations listed in Section 1 have expired. The new short term licenses will allow a continued partnership between the City and the athletic associations for management and maintenance of the parks until March 31, 2015. The parks are located in Council Districts 2, 4, 5, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, and 14.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
