Bill Summary: The bill adopts the FY15-19 Information Technology System Development Program (ITECH) as required by the Budget Code. The 5-year plan encompasses a total of $52,829,053 in IT projects, with $31,652,854 (59%) being programmed for FY14-15, then steadily declining to $810,000 in projects for FY18-19. 98% of the project funding is to be provided via borrowing, 2% on a pay-as-you-go basis.
Background Information: The largest projects on the ITECH list for FY14-15 are $11.8 million to begin the replacement of the City’s financial and employee management systems (FAMIS, Oracle, etc.) with a new integrated, hosted financial/resource management system; $11.4 million for police and fire radio system refreshes, and $2.74 million for a new permits/inspections/citations management system.
Policy Impact Area: Information technology improvements and funding
Fiscal Impact: The 5-year plan encompasses a total of $52,829,053 in IT projects to be financed primarily via borrowing (98%) with a small amount (2%) of pay-as-you-go funding.
