BROWN FLOOR AMENDMENT
Council Member Brown offers the second amendment to File No. 2014-472:

(1) On page 5, lines 9-14, strike subsection (i) in its entirety and insert a new subsection (i) to read as follows:
“(i)
Mobile Food Dispensing Vendor means a person who is operating a licensed, motorized vehicle, truck or trailer, which is temporarily parked on premises, to vend, sell, offer for sale, solicit orders, display or otherwise serve food for human consumption to the public as authorized or regulated in this Part.”
(2) On page 6, lines 19-23, strike subsection (b) in its entirety and insert a new subsection (b) to read as follows: “(b)
Vending Areas.
(i) Downtown Jacksonville – Mobile Food Dispensing Vendors are allowed in all zoning districts as a permitted use.

(ii) All areas in Jacksonville other than Downtown – Mobile Food Dispensing Vendors may vend food or nonalcoholic beverages from a mobile food dispensing vehicle in all zoning districts except the Commercial Neighborhood (CN) zoning district subject to the issuance of a zoning exception pursuant to the Zoning Code.”;

(3) On page 7, line 25, strike “(c)” and insert “(f)”;
(4) On page 8, lines 16-17, strike “Community Redevelopment Area (CRA)” and insert “Downtown Overlay Zone”;
(5) On page 8, lines 20-21, strike subsection (b) in its entirety.
(6) On page 8, line 22, strike “(c)
Distance and location requirements for the Downtown Area.” and insert “(b) Distance and location requirements for the Downtown Area.  Within Downtown Jacksonville, Mobile Food Dispensing Vendors are not allowed to locate:”;
(7) On page 8, line 23, strike “(1)
All distance requirements set forth in Sections 250.1201 (d) (2)-(6) of this Part.” and insert “(1)
As set forth in sections 250.1201 (e) (2)-(6) of this Part.”;
(8) On Page 9, lines 7-8 strike “In Downtown Jacksonville, Mobile Food Dispensing Vendors are not allowed to locate or operate on” and insert “On”;
(9) On Page 9, line 9, strike “(d)” and insert “(c)”;
(10) On Page 9, line 10, strike “(e)” and insert “(d)”;
(11) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
