ORDINANCE 2014-473-E
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 191 (SPECIAL EVENTS AND A. PHILIP RANDOLPH ENTERTAINMENT DISTRICT), PART 1 (SPECIAL EVENTS), SECTIONS 191.104 (PERMIT APPLICATION) AND 191.106 (INSURANCE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW THE CHIEF OF SPECIAL EVENTS TO UTILIZE DISCRETION IN REVIEWING APPLICATIONS, TO REDUCE THE AMOUNT OF INSURANCE COVERAGE FOR PRODUCTS AND COMPLETED OPERATIONS AGGREGATE, AND TO CORRECT A SCRIVENER’S ERROR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. Amending Chapter 191 (Special Events and A. Philip Randolph Entertainment District), Part 1 (Special Events), Sections 191.104 (Permit application) and 191.106 (Insurance), Ordinance Code.  Sections 191.104 (Permit application) and 191.106 (Insurance) of Part 1 (Special Events) of Chapter 191 (Special Events and A. Philip Randolph Entertainment District) are hereby amended to allow the Chief of Special Events to utilize discretion in reviewing applications, to reduce the amount of insurance coverage for products and completed operations aggregate, and to correct a scrivener’s error, and as amended shall read as follows:

All Applicants shall submit an application to the Chief at least 90 days, and, unless in the best interest of the City as determined by the Chief, no more than 365 days, prior to the date of the commencement of the special event. Subject to event application deadlines established by other approving authorities, including but not limited to the National Park Service, United States Coast Guard, and the Florida Department of Transportation, the 90-day and 365-day requirements may be waived with the approval of all of the following officials or their designees: the Chief Administrative Officer, the Chief Financial Officer, the Director of Sports and Entertainment, and the Sheriff. The application shall contain information as to the estimated attendance at the special event (including, if applicable, attendance totals from the preceding two years) and the time and place of the special event.

Within ten business days of receiving conditional 
approval of a special event application as provided in Section
