Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $106,933.17 from completed CIP Projects in order to finish the renovation to Fire Station Number 2; and amends the 2013-2018 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program to transfer funding to the project entitled “Fire Station #2 Renovations”.
Background Information: Unforeseen damages were uncovered during the contractor’s inspection and City’s engineering evaluations. Fire Station #2 has a defective roof, issues with water intrusion along with old and unsafe wiring in the structure. It is detrimental to the best interest of the community to defer the repairs until next annual budget due to the risk of further water damage and increased costs. The additional funding comes from completed CIP Fire Station Renovation projects. The Fire Stations that have been completed are #4; #14; #24; #25; #26; #27; #28 Mobile Home; #31; #32; and #41. The transfer of funds is initiated by B.T. 14-065 to B.T. 14-070.
