Memorandum of Understanding

Cities Expanding Health Access for Children and Families

PURPOSE

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth the terms and understanding between
National League of Cities Institute (NLCI) and the City of Jacksonville (City) to implement a local
outreach campaign to enroll children and families in Medicaid and the Children’s Health
Insurance Program (CHIP) from July 2014 through December 2015.

BACKGROUND

In December 2012, National League of Cities Institute, through its Institute for Youth, Education
and Families (YEF Institute) and with support from The Atlantic Philanthropies, launched the
Cities Expanding Health Access for Children and Families (CEHACF) initiative. The City of
Jacksonville was selected to participate in the CEHACF planning process from November 2013
through May 2014, during which time the city developed a business plan to implement a city-led
outreach campaign. The City submitted its business plan to NLCI on May 30, 2014 and, based
on that plan, was selected by NLCI to receive a $260,000 grant to support campaign
implementation.

The initiative aims to help cities develop and implement city-led outreach campaigns to enroll
children and families in Medicaid and the Children’s Health Insurance Program. The goal of the
initiative is to maximize participation in Medicaid and CHIP, and eventually to reduce the
uninsured rate of children and families by 50 percent in participating cities.

EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERMINATION RIGHTS

\
This MOU will take effect upon the last party’s signature and shall remain in effect until
December 31, 2015. Either party may terminate this MOU upon delivery of written notice to the
other party. Upon termination, the City must promptly refund any unused grant funds to NLCI
within 30 days of termination.

GRANT AWARD AND USE OF FUNDS

NLCI will provide the City a grant in the amount of $260,000 to support costs associated with
local campaign implementation, including conducting data collection and reporting necessary to
evaluate the initiative. Grant funds shall be used solely for the purpose and goals stated herein
and in accordance with the budget submitted by the City and approved by NLCI for campaign
implementation activities for the term of this MOU. Allowable uses of funds include, but are not
limited to expenses associated with staffing and personnel, data collection, marketing and
outreach, and quarterly communication with program participants.
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DISTRIBUTION OF GRANT FUNDS

NLC! shall distribute one half of the total grant award to the City upon the receipt of the Grant
Disbursement Form (attached) and a signed copy of this MOU. The other half of the total grant
award will be distributed upon the City's submission of its mid-term report. See Summary of
Roles and Responsibilities for Participating Cities in Paragraph (g).

SUMMARY OF ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

To achieve initiative goals, NLCI and the City will collaborate on campaign implementation and
data collection/evaluation activities as set forth below for the period of July 2014 through
December 2015.

National League of Cities Institute:

a) Provide ongoing technical assistance and strategic gurdance for campaign
implementation. Technical assistance will include:

i.  telephone and email correspondence with the City team as necessary;
ii. atleastone site-visit to the City;

iii.  monthly one-on-one conference calls between the implementation leadership
team and at least cne NLCI staff member to review implementation progress,
successes, and challenges;

iv.  monthly webinars or conference calls involving all participating cities for peer-
learning and sharing; and

v. three cross-site meetings over the 18-month implementation phase that will
involve all participating cities (dates and locations to be determined).

b) Provide grant funds to support the implementation of the City's campaign as set forth in
the business plan submitted to NLCI on May 30, 2014.

c) Create regular opportunities for peer exchange and learning, including access to experts
in the field of health benefit outreach and organizations that could serve as potential
partners, funders, or advisors.

d) Highlight participating cities’ efforts through NLC’s member communication venues,
including the Weekly newsletter and social media outlets.

e) Facilitate data collection and reporting necessary for initiative evaluation, which will be
conducted by a third-party evaluator.

f) Collaborate with the third-party evaluator to conduct initiative evaluation and a qualitative
survey of participants.

City of Jacksonville:

a) Select a team lead within City government to act as a primary contact for NLCI.

b) Implement the outreach campaign, including data collection and evaluation strategies,
as described in the city’s business plan submitted to NLCI on May 30, 2014.

c) Work with NLCI and the third-party evaluator to assess initiative effectiveness.

Submit all required data to NLCI as requested. Data must be submitted with the mid-
term report and again with the final report at the end of the initiative.

Participate in technical assistance activities, including:
I.  monthly calls and webinars to provide updates on implementation progress;
i. atleastone site visit conducted by NLCI staff to the City;
iii. three cross-site meetings hosted by NLCI; and

iv.  other NLCI activities related to the CEHACF project as reasonably requested,
which may include NLC's two national annual conferences as well as events that
are sponsored by NLCI's project funders.

Ensure that at least one member of the City’s implementation team participates in all
regularly scheduled calls, webinars, site visits, and cross-site meetings;

Submit a mid-term report by March 16, 2015 on implementation progress, outcomes,
and lessons learned. The mid-term report must also include a financial report that
outlines how the City spent grant funds in comparison to the budget approved by NLCI
from initiatien through the mid-point of the implementation phase.

Submit a final report on progress, outcomes, and lessons learned by December 14,
2015. The final report must also include a financial report that outlines how the City
spent grant funds in comparison to the budget approved by NLCI for the entire
implementation phase.

Keep NLCI staff apprised of implementation progress, including setbacks or unexpected
challenges throughout the grant period.
