WHEREAS, the City is a defendant in the cases in federal court attached as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Case List, August 19, 2014 – Finance” hereto; and

WHEREAS, the Office of General Counsel has accepted the resignations of two senior trial attorneys, Ms. Laquidara, effective July 1, 2014 and Ms. Mirando who was sworn in as federal magistrate in January of 2014,; and  

WHEREAS, the City has been represented by Cindy Laquidara as lead counsel with Ms. Mirando and additional attorneys in the office; and


WHEREAS, these cases are at critical stages in their process with imminent deadlines; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Laquidara has been intimately involved in providing advice to the City about pension reform matters as to which the city would benefit from retaining the ability to consult with her; and
WHEREAS, it is in the City’s interest to continue Ms. Laquidara’s representation of the City, along with the Office of General Counsel, at this time; and

WHEREAS, a number of the cases have been submitted for final judgment, and post-trial practice and motions can be best accomplished by retaining Ms. Laquidara; and

WHEREAS, Laquidara has been employed as a partner with Akerman LLP, effective July 1, 2014; and

Whereas, Akerman LLP has agreed to discount Ms. Laquidara’s usual hourly rate; and


WHEREAS, based on the foregoing, and pursuant to  Section 108.505, Ordinance Code, the General Counsel has determined that it is in the City’s interest and recommends entering into an engagement agreement to support the cases attached as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Case List, August 19, 2014 – Finance”; and

WHEREAS, financial resources have been identified to provide legal services on a contractual basis up to $102,500.00, unless increased by City Council in subsequent legislation; now therefore

Section 2.

Wyse Case Authorization. Consultation with Akerman, LLC on the Wyse Case (Wyse et al v. City of Jacksonville et al., 3:13-CV-121-J-34MCR) shall be preapproved by the Council President.
