Section 2.

Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for parking and drainage improvements at the Mandarin Senior Center, located at 3848 Hartley Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32257, in Council District 6, as more fully described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto.
Section 3.

Oversight Department. The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

CIP Amendment. 
Ordinance 2013-465-E, being the 2013-2018 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide additional funding for the project entitled “Hartley Road Mandarin Senior Center – Expansion.” The project is more fully described on Exhibit 2, attached hereto.  The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because the current parking area floods when there are heavy rains, the seniors are currently parking on grass, and the current conditions of the parking lot replete with potholes pose a danger to the seniors. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2013-465-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2013-465-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 5.

Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to subsequent fiscal years.

Section 6.
