ORDINANCE 2014-486-E
An ordinance APPROVING AND authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE TRAFFIC SIGNAL MAINTENANCE AND COMPENSATION AGREEMENT (THE “AGREEMENT”) BETWEEN THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) AND THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO DATE THE AGREEMENT JULY 1, 2014, TO COINCIDE WITH FDOT’S FISCAL YEAR SO AS TO AVOID A GAP PERIOD DURING WHICH SERVICES PROVIDED BY CITY UNDER THE AGREEMENT WOULD NOT BE REIMBURSABLE; ACKNOWLEDGING CITY’S WILLINGNESS TO ACCEPT AND UNDERTAKE DUTIES SET FORTH IN THE AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Traffic Signal Maintenance and Compensation Agreement (the “Agreement”) between the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) and the City, in substantially the same form placed on file with the Legislative Services Division. At the time of execution by the Mayor, the Mayor is further authorized to date the Agreement July 1, 2014. FDOT’s fiscal year begins on July 1 and the Agreement must be dated to coincide with such date to avoid a gap period during which services provided by the City under the Agreement would not be reimbursable.

Acknowledging willingness to accept and undertake duties.
The City hereby acknowledges its willingness to accept and undertake the duties set forth in the Agreement.

Section 3. 
Oversight Department.
The Public Works Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
