THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into this

day of , 2014 (hereinafter the “Effective Date™), by and between the

CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation located in Duval County, Florida
(hereinafter t;he “City”) and the AMELIA ISLAND MOSQUITO CONTROL DISTRICT OF
NASSAU COUNTY, FLORIDA, a special taxing district located in Nassau County, Florida

2. Term of Agreement. This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and
shall remain in full force and effect as to all of its terms and conditions for a period of one (1)
year thereafter unless earlier terminated as provided in Section 4 herein.

3. Renewal Option. This Agreement may be renewed for up to two (2) additional one
(1) year periods upon the terms and conditions expressed herein; provided however, each such
renewal is contingent upon receipt of prior written approval from the Department. Such renewal
shall be perfe‘ftcted by written amendment to this Agréement.
