AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 11.69( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 3 AT 0 kernan boulevard between atlantic boulevard and kernan boulevard (R.E no(s) 165265-0400), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY city national bank of florida f/k/a city national bank of miami, trustee FROM ZONING DISTRICT PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 2005-545-E, TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT development AS A MIXED USE OF RETAIL AND INSTITUTIONAL OR MIXED USE AS RETAIL AND RESIDENTIAL AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE kernan boulevard ii PUD; PROVIDING SPECIFIC FINDINGS AND GRANTING AN EXCEPTION FROM SECTION 656.1009 (EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES), ORDINANCE CODE, TO PERMIT A NEW EDUCATIONAL FACILITY WITHIN A RUNWAY CLEAR ZONE; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, City National Bank of Florida f/k/a City National Bank of Miami, Trustee the owner(s) of approximately 11.69(  acres/of an acre located in Council District 3 at 0 Kernan Boulevard between Atlantic Boulevard and Kernan Boulevard (R.E. No(s) 165265-0400), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated October 1, 2014 (Subject Property), has/have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, pursuant to Ordinance 2005-545-E, to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below and which may include an educational facility; and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is located within the area described in Section 333.03(3), Florida Statutes and Section 656.1009, Ordinance Code which prohibits educational facilities, except for aviation schools, within an area extending along the centerline of any runway and measured from the end of the runway and extending for a distance of five miles and having a width equal to one half the runway length (the “Runway Clear Zone”) without an exception; and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is located within the Craig Airfield Runway Clear Zone and one potential use of the Property is a Duval County Charter School; and

WHEREAS, Section 656.1009, Ordinance Code, provides that the City Council and/or the Planning Commission is authorized to permit an exception to the prohibition of new schools within this Runway Clear Zone upon specific findings detailing the public policy reasons for allowing construction which outweigh the health and safety concerns prohibiting such a location; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the rezoning application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council on both the rezoning and the exception for construction of an educational facility within the Craig Airfield Runway Clear Zone; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that there are public policy reasons for allowing the proposed construction of an educational facility, such as a charter school, within the Craig Airfield Runway Clear Zone that outweigh health and safety concerns prohibiting such a location; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, pursuant to Ordinance 2005-545-E, to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District , as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 1, 2014, and written description dated October 1, 2014 for the Kernan Boulevard II PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a mixed use development of retail and institutional or retail and residential, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plans and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by City National Bank of Florida f/k/a City National Bank of Miami, Trustee, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Paul M. Harden, Esquire, Law office of Paul M. Harden, 901 Riverside Avenue, Suite 901, Jacksonville, Florida 32202; (904) 396-5731.

Section 3.

Runway Clear Zone specific findings and grant of exception.

The Council finds that the Subject Property is located in a densely populated and highly urbanized area of the City of Jacksonville.  The Property is situated between several existing regional shopping centers and numerous residential subdivisions with a population of almost 25,000 Duval County residents.  Furthermore, included within the Runway Clear Zone is the new Tamaya Community, projected to develop up to 500,000 square feet of commercial and an additional 2,400 new homes with ancillary features including parks, playfields and a 10,000 square foot clubhouse. In addition, it is hereby found that numerous existing public and private schools already exist in close proximity to the Property and there are not less than three major Duval County Public Schools within several hundred feet of the Runway Clear Zone, all of which would reasonably be within the same probability of incidence in the event of a catastrophic event.  Granting an exception from the restrictions of Section 656.1009, Ordinance Code, to allow construction of a new Duval County Charter School will promote educational choice and opportunity for the residents of the county.  Finally, whereas a review of Accident Database by the Aircraft Owners Pilots Association (AOPA) demonstrates this airfield to have far less incidence of occurrence that would affect the Property than many other similarly situated airfields.  Based on the foregoing positive findings, the Council hereby grants the exception from Section 656.1009, Ordinance Code, to the Subject Property finding that public policy in allowing for educational choice and competition outweigh any potential health and safety concerns prohibiting an educational facility on the Subject Property.
Section 4.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The [ce simpic owner of the real property identificd in the attached Exhibit A, RE# 165265-0400
(the “Property”), which contains approximately | 1.69 acres, is currently zoned PUD (Ord. 2005-
545-F) and designated CGC (Ord. 2005-5406) and was originally intended for commcercial
purposes. As the site has failed to attract retail commercial users the owner 1s seeking to
downvone the current allowable uses and o diversily the permissibie activilics on the stle for the
purpose of development.

The Property is located along the east side of Kernan Boulevard, and bounded by a shopping
center (o the north, on the cast by a multi-family residential property owncd by other individuals
and zoned PUD, on the south by another multi-family residential property owned by others and
voncd PUD. "The applicant has utilized the professional scrvices of Mr. Paul Jlarden, Esquire in
preparing this request. No other professionals have yet been engaged. The parcel 1s yet
undeveloped and has no significant or uniquc characteristics, vcmatlon ol clevations or natural
features.

The revised PUD will permit the site to be developed in a less ih'ten_si'\fc manner than what was
originally approved in the 2005 version. The potential uscrs o the praperty incfude institutjonal
users, or some type of residential development with not less than 20% ot the site being used for
retail purposcs. As the site has failed to attract the originally injended comincrcial users and s
an infill location, being surrounded by densely developed residentiat activity to the soith and
cast and intensive community commercial to the north these proposed uscs would act as a bulier
or transitional zoning between the shopping center and the lesser intensive residential areas
cxtending Lo the south and cast. It is appropriate to implemeit such lmnsmonal land uscs and the
same would!further the goals, objectives and policies of the pldn '

Imposition of the strict code standards would necessitate building patterns and or lot sizes that
arc mcfﬁcm}n given the limited sive of the property and its proximity (o the other moxre inlensive
uses. The PUD will afford an appropriately scaled and context senisitive dw;lopnem that will
permit the ﬂo\lblllly to permit the property to be utilized in an u"lu |cnt and pr oduww ranncr.

The Ploperty is to be operaled and used in accordance m{h the ter ms and limitations 0!
this PUD ordmamc and'its supporting cxhibits, as either o mixed use retail/institutional
development limited to not more than 21,000 square feet of Felail om two om,parceh and
occupying not mor¢ than 2.70 acres with an institutional usc utlhzmg the remaining ¥ aeres
of the properly and located behind said outparcels.

It is the intent of the developer to commence
improvements as soon as possible after zoning approval. Further, all future maintenance

Construction would be
intended to commence immediately upon approval of the zoning and Lngmu,rmg
entitlements.

Onc doublc faced monument sign not to cxceed (100) onc-hundred squarc feet in
area and (20) twenty feet in height may be permitted along Kernan Boulevard.

One single faced monument sign identifying the residential community or
institutional usc as depicted at the entry way to that portion of the silc on Site Plan
Cl, E2, or [E3 as applicable. This sign shall not exceed 50 square feet in area and
nol morc than § fcet in height.

Hlumination: internal or indirect lighting, will be permitted as appropriate.
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D. Site Design and Landscaping:

[. As the intent of the PUD is to permit the mix of uses described above, it is
imperative that adequate signage be afforded to the various uscs in cffort to
appropriately direct the patrons or users/residents to their destinations. Similarly,
as thc uscs arc not typically complimentary, the structures and associated uscs
areas are located in such a way as to promote natural attenuation of noise and
activity away from onc anothcr. ‘I'he commcrcial activity will be oricnied loward
Kernan Boulevard, away from the other uses and a screen wall will be utilized in
licu of the standard uncomplimentary buffer provisions of Part 12 of the Zoning
Code. Similarly, if the larger portion of the site is developed with a residential
usc a scrcen wall will be crected along the northerly property line in licu of the
provisions of Part 12 of the Zoning Code. [t being the intent that the screening is
sufficicnt and the residential yards will be landscaped per the standards of the
Zoning Code, thereby eliminating the need for additional planting along the
comnicreial boarders.

2. Whilc the subjcel property is located within an arca designated as a School
Regulation Zone, generated by Craig Field and as defined in Florida Statute I'.S.
.333.03 and City of Jacksonville Scction 656.1009; an cxemplion from these
 provisions are sought in order to permit the construction of a school on the portion
- of the property as designated in Exhibit E (E3). As numcrous denscly populated
| areas with families and young children exist throughout this zone, and at least
¢ three other City of Jacksonville Schools exist immediately adjacent Lo this Yong,
- it would appear improper to impose the strict regulation in this instance. [urther.
I the sile is screened by multi-story buildings to the south and taller commercial
buildings to the north. There is no documentary evidence to suggest that this site
. poscs any greater danger to a student attending a class than those in Landmark
s Middle School, Kernan Trail Clementary or Kernan Middle School all lying just
north or south of this sitc. '
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It should be noted that the Planning and Development Department file for this
rezoning includes correspondence from the Jacksonville Aviation Authority, who
indicates in writing on October 2, 2014 thal thcy have no objection loa
educational facility on the subject property.

In fact a review of NTSD crash data over the past twenty five years indicates that
only five Fatal incidents have occurred in proximity to this airficld and nonc of
those occurred within the prescribed areas of the area of prohibition, proving that
the site is no morc likcly than any other location for such an cvent.

Lighting associatcd with any usc of this PUID will be of a design (hal docs not
permit trespass lighting onto adjacent properties. Furthermore, all lighting will
utilize cither appropriate lenscs or cutofls as required.

L. Building Orientation
I. General:

The subject property is to be utilized as a multi-use project, permitting both
commercial and or residential/ institutional uscs. "The primary structurcs in
! the commercial portion of the site are situated to block noise associated with
Kernan Boulevard as well as the morc intensive uscs located to the west.

I'he cnsuing residential development will be situated in a manner that permits
’ an efficient use of the property while insuring a desirable parcel for a home.
Duc to the limited spacc and the minimum standards (or right-o(l-way
associated with public roadways, the interior lots will not obtain the 100 foot
ol depth which is customary in today’s markct. Instcad, thesc interior lots will
be not less than 98 feet in depth, leaving plenty of room in the rear of the
property [or recrcation or usc by the futurc homecowner. '

In the cvent that an institutional uscs occurs in the designated portion of the
‘ property as depicted on the Site Plan, the buildings will be located in the

i middlc of the property with open space and vchicle circulation surrounding
‘ the building, otfering a natural buffer and sound attenuation for surrounding
propertics.

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2030 Comprechensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. ‘I'he propesed rezoning
is a reasonable manner by which to permit the infill of an undeveloped property for a mix
ol uscs that will cocxist whilc acting as a transilion between the commercial node located at
Atlantic Boulevard and Kernan Boulevard and the varying types of residential which
cxtend to the south and cast of the Property. This PUD is dcsigned 1o increasce the usable
nature of the property while promoting numerous Goals, Objectives and Policies of the
2030 Comprchensive Plan. The projcct sccks o localed supportive uscs with lesser
externalities than was proposed under the previous PUD and promotes a more marketable
mix of uses that will act to reduce Vehicle Miles ‘I'raveled (VML) for the residents in the
vicinity.
