AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.78( of an acre LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5 AT 9283 San jose boulevard between sunbeam road and baymeadows road (R.E no(s) 148713-0200), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY rex brown revocable living trust, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT a retail component to a holistic medical practice AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE 9283 San Jose boulevard - san jose bluff medical office PUD; PROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE REZONING GRANTED HEREIN SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED AS AN EXEMPTION FROM ANY OTHER APPLICABLE LAWS; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Rex Brown Revocable Living Trust, the owner(s) of approximately 0.78( of an acre located in Council District 5 at 9283 San Jose Boulevard between Sunbeam Road and Baymeadows Road (R.E. No(s) 148713-0200), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has/have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 7, 2014, and written description dated April 9, 2014 for the 9283 San Jose Boulevard – San Jose Bluff Medical Office PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a retail component to a holistic medical practice as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s):

(a)
The subject property is legally described in the original legal description dated May 2, 2014.

(b)
The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the original written description dated April 9, 2014.

(c)
The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the revised site plan dated June 27, 2014.

(d)
Retail sale of medical marijuana shall not be allowed if same is legalized in Florida.

(e)
The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated July 30, 2014, attached hereto as Exhibit 3, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(f)
Day care allowed only by exception.

(g)
Signage – a monument sign is allowed however it shall not exceed 8’ in height and 32 square feet and have external illumination.


Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Rex Brown Revocable Living Trust, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Robert Tate, Shirley Hartman, MD, PA, 3033 Hartley Road, Unit 3, Jacksonville, Florida 32257; (904) 707-5928.

The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

|. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The project is to establish a holistic medical office in the existing Building 200, one of two buildings sited
on 0.78 acres at 9283 San Jose Bivd. Building 100 nearest the road is not altering land use or zoning but
shares parking and cross-easements with Building 200. Building 200 formerly housed an engineering
office in 3210 square feet with leased office space in 1290 square feet. A necessary component of the
medical practice which will occupy the building is the ability to sell to patients the supplements, health
foods, medical equipment and medical appliances that are recommended by the Physician as part of
their holistic treatment plan. This retail will be exclusively an adjunct and subsidiary use of the building
as part of a medical practice and will not exceed 2000 square feet of the existing 4500 SF building.

The current zoning is Planned Unit Development (PUD), Ordinance 88-1241-712, enacted by the
Jacksonville City Council on December 13, 1988. The PUD applies to a 38.3 acre area, of which the 8.9
acres fronting San Jose Blvd is authorized to have all the uses as set forth in Section 656.311 of the
Zoning Code, which do not include retail. This permitted use extends to a depth of 150 ft from the
frontage of San Jose Blvd.

This use will be vefy similar to current Residential Professional Institutional (RPI) category which
accommodates the professional office uses, and this limited commercial retail and service would serve a
diverse set of neighborhoods, and is part of an existing mixed use development. RPI is generally
intended to provide transitional uses between commercial and residential uses, although it may also
provide a transition between industrial and residential uses when mdustrlal uses pose no health or
safety risks to residents.

In conjunction with the change in permitted use, an increase of authorized signage from one 24 square
feet sign (for Building 100) to an additional 48 square feet sign (to allow an additional sign for Building
200) is authorized.

The new zoning, a modification to the PUD, Ordinance 88-1241-712, will:

1. Allow up to 2000 square feet of retail directly related to the medical office in the existing
Building 200 at 9283 San Jose Bivd.

2. Extend the Zoning Code Section 656.311 permitted uses to 260 feet from the frontage of San
Jose Blvd for 9283 San Jose Building 200 only.

3. Increase the current 24 square foot allowed signage (currently on Building 100 property) to
include an additional sign of up to 48 square feet for 9283 San Jose Building 200 .

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V. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS PROJECT

The changes to the existing PUD. Ordinance 88-1241-712, are consistent with the general purpose and
intent of the City of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed
project changes are small, consistent with neighboring land use, which includes residential, retail and
professional uses within 500 feet of the location. The holistic medical practice with the retail component
will be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community.

A. Is more efficient than would be possible through strict application of the zoning code, since a PUD is
already in place;

B. Is compatible with surrounding land uses and will improve the characteristics;

C. Will promote the purposes of the City of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

Vi. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

Stormwater Retention; and Utilities. Facilities which are not to be provided, operated, or maintained by
the City are also unchanged. |
