BROWNFIELDS DESIGNATION REQUEST FOR 3744 Keen, Road Jacksonville, Florida 32254 (RE# 083976-0000) - PER
FLORIDA STATUTE 376.80(2)(c)

The Community Development Division of the Planning and Development Department hereby forwards its
comments and recommendations on the request that the site located-at 3744 Keen Road, Jacksonville, Florida
32254 (RE# 083976-0000), be designated a Brownfields per Brownfields Administrative Process, cited in section
376.80(2)(c), Florida Statutes.

INTRODUCTION

The City of Jacksonville’s Brownfields Program is active in the redevelopment and reuse of properties. Brownfields
are defined as “real property, the expansion, redevelopment, or reuse of which is complicated by the presence or
potential presence of a hazardous substance, pollutant, or contaminant”. In Jacksonville, the reduction and
remediation of public health and environmental hazards on existing commercial and industrial sites is vital to their
use and reuse as sources of employment, housing, recreation, and open space uses. Brownfields legislation
provides a mechanism for the designation of property within the Brownfields Designated Pilot Project Area (Urban
Core) and at additional sites outside of the designated area.

COMMENTS

The City of Jacksonville is obligated to designate the site if the owner/developer satisfies the following
requirements of Chapter 376.80(2)(c), Florida Statutes, which state:

i
1:. A person who owns or controls a potential brownfield site is requesting the designation and has
it agreed to rehabilitate and redevelop the brownfield site;

2!] The rehabilitation and redevelopment of the proposed brownfield site will result in economic
productivity of the area, along with the creation of at least 5 new permanent jobs at the
brownfield site that are full-time equivalent positions not associated with the implementation of
the brownfield site rehabilitation agreement and that are not associated with redevelopment
project demolition or construction activities pursuant to the redevelopment of the proposed
brownfield site or area. However, the job creation requirement does not apply to the
rehabilitation and redevelopment of a brownfield site that will provide affordable housing as
defined in s. 420.0004 or the creation of recreational areas, conservation areas, or parks;

3.- The redevelopment of the proposed brownfield site is consistent with the local comprehensive
'- plan and is a permittable use under the applicable local land development regulations;
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4. Notice of the proposed rehabilitation of the brownfield area has been provided to neighbors and
nearby residents of the proposed area tc be designated pursuant to paragraph (1)}{c), and the
person proposing the area for designation has afforded to those receiving notice the opportunity
for comments and suggestions about rehabilitation. Notice pursuant to this subparagraph must be
posted in the affected area; and

5. The person proposing the area for designation has provided reasonable assurance that he or she
has sufficient financial resources to implement and complete the rehabilitation agreement and
redevelopment of the brownfield site.
Sea Breeze Food Service, Inc. has recently leased the property located at 3744 Keen Road, Jacksonville, Florida,
from L&M Griffin Properties #3, LLC, which is contiguous with their existing operations located at 3807 Edgewood
Drive. The aforementioned site was formerly utilized as waste oil recycling facility and is directly adjacent to
existing Sea Breeze Food Service, Inc, property. In the late 1990’s the Federal Environmental Protection Agency
initiated a removal action to clean-up the contaminated soil due to the former operations, and further action is
necessary to complete the clean-up and environmental closure of the site. L&M Griffin Properties #3, LLC plans to
rehabilitate the site and construct a warehouse and truck parking to lease to Sea Breeze Food Service, Inc. for their
existing operations at 3807 Edgewood Drive. The proposed redevelopment project is anticipated to create
approximately 5 or more new full-time permanent jobs.

The land use for the property is designated as Light Industrial (LI) and the Zoning is designated as Industrial Light
{IL). The site is also located within the Northwest Planning District {5). Per Policy 1.1.24 of the Future Land Use
Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan: “The City will encourage new development to locate in the Urban Core,
Southwest, North, and Northwest planning districts through such measures as economic incentives, greater
marketing assistance, etc.” The proposed project is consistent with the City of Jacksonville’s 2030 Comprehensive
Plan. Further, L&M Griffin Properties #3, LLC has provided reasonable assurance that sufficient financial resources
are available for the rehabilitation and redevelopment of the subject site. The requestor has provided commitment
to send notice to neighbors of the designation request and rehabilitation plans to provide the opportunity for
comments and suggestions to be collected. Notice of the designation request will also be posted on the subject
property.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The aforementicned requirements have been satisfied by L&M Griffin Properties #3, LLC and, based on the
information presented, it is the recommendation of the Planning and Development Department’s Community
Planning Division and the Brownfields Redevelopment Program, that the brownfields designation request by L&M
Griffin Properties #3 LLC for the property located at 3744 Keen Road, Jacksonville, Florida, be Approved.
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
