Bill Summary: This resolution designates property formerly known as Bill Johns Waste Oil Site located at 3744 Keen Road, Jacksonville Florida 32254, in Council District 10, as a Brownfield Area for environmental rehabilitation and economic development.
Background Information: L&M Griffin Properties #3, LLC (the “Owner”) owns approximately 3.72 acres of property located at 3744 Keen Road, RE# 083976-0000.  The owner has performed environmental assessments of the property and agrees to address the environmental impacts created by former operations of the property as a waste oil recycling facility and plans to redevelop and rehabilitate the property by leasing the property to Sea Breeze Food Service, Inc. for expansion of current food distribution operations adjacent to the property.  The owner has requested that the City of Jacksonville designate the property as a Brownfield Area, as authorized under the Florida Brownfields Redevelopment Act.  The Planning Department’s Community Planning Division & Brownfield Redevelopment Program recommends that the Brownfield designation requested by the owner be approved.  Valuable economic incentives are available to those who redevelop designated Brownfield sites.
