AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A DONATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND Preferred Roofing, Inc., FOR replacement of the roof at Jacksonville beach pier at no charge, LOCATED AT 503 1st street north, JACKSONVILLE beach, FLORIDA 32250 IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, for the professional services of Preferred ROOFING, Inc. for the replacement of the roof at the Jacksonville Beach pier at no cost; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Preferred Roofing, Inc. of Jacksonville has offered as a gift to the City of Jacksonville the installation of a tin roof on the Jacksonville Pier as further described in Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Proj Description, August 4, 2014 – Rules” attached hereto; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville would like to accept this gift; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
 
Donation Agreement approved and execution authorized. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, a Donation Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Preferred Roofing, Inc., for the replacement of the roof at Jacksonville Beach Pier at no cost, located at 503 1st Street North, Jacksonville Beach, Florida 32250 in Council District 13. A copy of the donation agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, for Preferred Roofing, Inc.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of professional services of Preferred Roofing, Inc. for the purpose of replacing the roof at the Jacksonville Beach Pier at no cost. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 3.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Once cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is the roof at the Jacksonville Beach Pier is in dire need of replacement and Preferred Roofing, Inc. is providing their services at no cost.
