AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION (JCC); AMENDING CHAPTER 51 (JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION), PART 1 (GENERAL), SECTIONS 51.103 (MEMBERSHIP; TERMS), 51.104 (POWERS AND DUTIES), 51.107 (EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR), AND 51.108 (RESERVED), ORDINANCE CODE, TO CHANGE THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE JCC, TO MODIFY THE PROVISIONS REGARDING FUNDING FOR CHILDREN RELATED ACTIVITIES AND EVENTS, TO ELIMINATE THE POSITION OF EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND CREATE THE POSITION OF CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER (CEO), AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE EXPENDITURE OF COMMISSION FUNDS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Chapter 51 (Jacksonville Children’s Commission), Part 1 (General), Ordinance Code.  Chapter 51 (Jacksonville Children’s Commission), Part 1 (General), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 51.  GENERAL PROVISIONS.
PART 1. GENERAL.

Sec. 51.103.  Membership; terms.

The Commission shall be composed of nineteentwenty members, 11 of whom shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council, and shall be the voting members. Of the 11 voting members, one shall be appointed from (reside in) each of the seven School Board Districts, and four members shall be appointed at-large. The voting members shall be citizens and residents of the City. The eightnine non-voting members shall be as follows:

(a)
The Superintendent of Schools or his/her designee.

(b)
The District Administrator from District IV from the Florida Department of Health and Rehabilitative Services Children and Families or his/her designee.

(c)
The Sheriff or his/her designee.

(d)
The State Attorney for the fourth judicial circuit or his/her designee.

(e)
A juvenile judge as determined by the Chief Judge for the fourth judicial circuit or his/her designee.

(f)
The President of the United Way of Northeast Florida or his/her designee.

(g)
The President of the Tenant’s Advisory Council or his designee.
(h)(g)
The President of the City Council or his/her designee.
(h)
The President of the Early Learning Coalition or his/her designee.
(i)
A representative of the Mayor or his/her designee.

Voting members shall each serve terms of four years but may hold over until their respective successors are appointed and confirmed. The terms of the voting members who are initially appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council shall be staggered so that three members shall be appointed to terms of five years, three members shall be appointed to terms of four years, and three members shall be appointed to terms of three years. Thereafter, all terms shall be for four years expiring July 15 of the last year of the term. No voting member appointed to the Commission for two consecutive full terms shall be eligible for appointment to the next succeeding term.

Powers and duties.

The Commission shall have the following powers and duties:

(k) To provide funding for children’s related activities and events hosted by the Commission that include, but are not limited to, the costs of awards, amusements, social activities, and parent and provider/recipient training sessions, including evening and weekend training sessions, and incidental costs relating thereto including, but not limited to, food and beverages and light snacks.not to exceed $5,000 per City fiscal year.  The Commission’s funding for food, beverages and light snacks shall be limited to the amounts appropriated by the City Council each year in the annual budget ordinance, in accordance with Section 106.203(b). 
(l)
To provide funding for children’s related activities limited to beverages and light snacks for parent and provider training sessions hosted by the Commission Staff, including evening and weekend sessions, not withstanding the prohibition of Section 118.301(a)(3)(iv).

(m)
To provide funding for children’s related activities limited to beverages and light snacks for participants of Jacksonville Children’s Commission children’s programs. The amount to be spent on food and beverage cannot exceed more than two percent annually of the City Funds received by the Recipient, as defined by 116.104.
(l) to award grants to various programs utilizing the competitive application and evaluation process established by the Board.

Executive directorChief Executive Officer 


(CEO); employees.
The Commission shall employ and fix the compensation of an executive directorChief Executive Officer (CEO) who shall manage the affairs of the Commission subject to its supervision. The Commission may also employ such other persons as may be necessary to effectively conduct and accomplish the affairs and duties of the Commission. All employees of the Commission shall be employees of the city, shall be subject to Articles 16 and 17 of the Charter of the city, except as otherwise provided by Council, and except that the executive directorChief Executive Officer (CEO), any professional employees and the heads of such activities as the Commission may establish shall not be within the civil service system of the city and shall serve at the pleasure of the Commission.

funds.

Each Recipient of Commission funding shall be responsible for ensuring that Commission funds are expended in accordance with Chapter 118, Part 3 or Chapter 126, as applicable. All Recipients shall execute agreements for funding in the form as approved by the Commission.  Notwithstanding the prohibition on Section 118.301(a)(3)(iv), the Recipient shall not expend more than two percent of City Funds received pursuant to this Chapter annually in the aggregate and per program site on incidental costs related to children’s programs and activities, such as the costs of amusement, awards, social activities, meals, and beverages.
