All events and activities hosted, sponsored, produced or coordinated by the City’s Special Events Office or approved by the Tourist Development Council; except that nothing contained in this subsection shall be construed to authorize expenditures for food and beverages at events and activities hosted, sponsored, produced or coordinated principally for the benefit of City employees.
(b)
All events and activities where the funding of food and beverages has already been approved by specific reference in the budget ordinance, an appropriation ordinance, or other duly enacted ordinance.
