Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $49,697.56 from the Victim Assistance Services Trust Fund through B.T.14-093 to zero out account; and provide a carryover of funds to FY 2014-2015.

Background Information: Crime victims often encounter hardships in stabilizing their situation after victimization.  The Victim Services Center (VSC) provides financial assistance for rent, utilities, and food when victims are prevented from working due act of violence against them. VSC works in conjunction with the State Attorney’s Office to recoup funds provided to assist crime victims.
The appropriated funds will zero out to any deficits in certain sub objects and to provide immediate financial assistance to crime victims.
