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LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2014-531:
(1) On page 1, line 13, strike “PBF-M (PUBLIC BUILDING FACILITIES-M)” and insert “PBF-III (PUBLIC BUILDING FACILITIES-III)”; and

(2) On page 1, line 21, after “2014A-001;” insert “PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S);”; 
(3) On page 2, lines 3 and 4, and page 3 lines 18 and 19, strike “PBF-M (Public Building Facilities-M)” and insert “PBF-III (Public Building Facilities-III)”; and 

(4) On page 3, line 14½ insert a new Section 3 to read as follows:

“Section 3.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s):

(a) The subject property is legally described in the original legal description dated June 30, 2014.
(b) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the original written description dated July 14, 2014.
(c) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the original site plan dated June 30, 2014.
(d) The following notice shall be recorded on the plat and HOA covenants:

“The Florida Forest Service, the St. Johns River Water Management District, and the City of Jacksonville own and/or manage forest sites adjacent to and near the lands within the Wright-BHK PUD project, including the Seaton Creek Preserve and Four Creeks State Forest. Part of the management of these publicly owned forest sites may include using the forest management tool of prescribed burning for resource enhancement and to reduce the potential impacts of wildfires. Prescribed burning will create smoke, which may temporarily impact the neighborhood and surrounding areas. However, such efforts are necessary to the management of these forests for wildlife, resource protection and recreational uses. All homeowners are strongly encouraged to review and implement "Firewise" management and design techniques, to the extent that these are consistent with water conservation and Florida Friendly landscaping requirements in the Jacksonville Zoning Code. In particular, landscaping should be maintained to prevent the accumulation of flammable brush, dead leaves or landscaping near homes where such homes are adjacent to forest areas. Please consult the Florida Forest Service's and Florida Division of Emergency Management's latest guidance on home and landscaping maintenance near forest areas.”
(e) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division memorandum dated July 16, 2014, attached hereto as Exhibit 4, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.
(f) For a period of five (5) years from the date this ordinance is enacted, the landowner shall reserve a site containing 2 net developable acres having frontage on Arnold Road and east of Seaton Creek for dedication to the City of Jacksonville for a fire station site and related stormwater facilities. If requested by the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department within the five year period, such site shall be conveyed to the City at no cost other than closing costs within sixty (60) days of the request and survey of the site to be conveyed. Such site shall be deed restricted to fire and rescue services and similar public safety uses. If the site is not requested within this five year period, this condition shall automatically expire. The developer and JFRD shall cooperate in good faith to identify and configure the site to be reserved, and may mutually agree to an alternate site, size or configuration which if agreed to by both parties would satisfy this condition.”; and

On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

Upon review of the referenced application, and based on the Information provided to date,
the Development Services Division has the following cormments:

. Written Description says access via Amold Road however, Arnold Rd/City ROW stops

prior to access shown on Site Plan.

Access shown on Site Plan is shown on unimproved private property (Kite Road
RE#019619 0000) that is not part of the PUD. City cannot grant access through private
property.

City standard road (approved private or pubilic) is required for access to subdivision.

If Arnold Rd is to be extended, and ROW dedicated, then the road shall be built to
City Standards and shall terminate in a cul-de-sac.

Subdivision entrance road shall be designed as a four lane roadway up to the
residential north/residential south line shown on Site Plan.

Provide a right turn lane at enfrance to subdivision. Tum lane shall be designed to
FDOT standards Index 301,

If a multi-use path is used in lieu of bike lanes, it shall be a minimum of 10 feet in width

- with a sidewalk on the other side of street,
