(e) The owner shall install and maintain a minimum six (6) foot high, 85% opaque visual barrier with a fence, landscape or combination of both along the frontage of 103rd Street.

(f) Tractor trailer vehicles shall be parked a minimum of seventy (70) feet from 103rd Street.”; and
(4) On page 3, line 16, before “Exhibit 3” insert “Revised”; and 
(5) Strike Exhibit 3 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 3; and
(6) Add Exhibit 4 attached hereto; and

(7) Renumber the remaining Section(s); and

(8) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

Auto Transport PUD

(Revised August 27, 2014)

. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Tax parcels 012971-0000 and 012970-1200 identify the property described in this PUD
application, as more particularly described in the legal description attached hereto as Exhibit 1
(the “Property”). The Property is approximately 10.93 acres in area and is located on a public
right-of-way, 103" Street. The Property is currently being used for tractor trailer parking and
storage and a portion is undeveloped. The total square footage initially planned for non-
residential buildings is approximately 25,000 square feet. The Property is designated CGC and
MDR on the Future Land Use Map (“FLUM") and is zoned PUD (Ord. 1997-300-E) and RMD-A.
Surrounding land uses consist of CGC and MDR and surrounding zoning is CCG-2 and RMD-A.
Concurrent with this rezoning, the Owner is submitting a companion application for a small-scale
comprehensive plan FLUM amendment to change the land use for a portion of the Property from
MDRto CGC.

Commercial (CCG-2) are approved for a portion of the Property under PUD Ordinance 1997-300-
E and the existing PUD specifically permits parking of semi-tractor trailer vehicles. The initial
proposed development of the Property is also for tractor trailer parking and storage. This PUD
will allow the permitted uses described below.

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sate of all alcoholic beverages
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including liquor, beer or wine for off-premises consumption.
(25) Bus, semi-tractor and trailer or truck parking and/or storage.
B. Accessory Structures:

(1) Accessory uses and structures are allowed, as defined in Section 656.403 of the
Zoning Code (2014).

C. Restrictions on Uses:

(1) Stormwater Retention. Stormwater management facilities will conform to St. Johns
River Water Management District ("SIRWMD") and City design standards, as
applicable.

(2) Site lighting. To minimize the effects of site lighting on adjoining residential zoned
properties, the PUD uses, where adjacent to residential zoned properties, will utilize
site lighting fixtures designed to cast illumination downward and away from adjoining
residential zoned properties.

C. Signs:

j (1) One street frontage sign not exceeding one square foot for each linear foot of street
i frontage, per street, to a maximum size of 200 square feet in area for every 200
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linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof is permitted, pravided they are located
no closer than 200 feet apart.

(2) Wall signs are permitted and will comply with the requirements of Part 13 of the
Zoning Code.

(3) One under the canopy sign per occupancy not exceeding a maximum of eight square
feet in area is permitted; provided, any square footage utilized for an under the
canopy sign shall be subtracted from the allowable square footage that can be
utilized for wall signs.

(4) In lieu of the street frontage sign permitted in subsection (1) above, a flag containing
a business logo or other advertising is permitted; provided, the square footage of any
such flag shall not exceed 100 square feet, or 35 percent of the allowable square
footage of the street frontage sign permitted in subsection (1) above, whichever is
smaller. Only one flag containing a business logo or other advertising shall be
permitted for a premise, regardless of any other factors such as number of tenants on
the premises or total amount of street frontage. Further, any flag allowed pursuant to
this subsection shall not be illuminated by any means, with the exception of lighting
associated with an American flag being flown on the same flag pole.
