LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2014-543:
(1) On page 1, line 23, after “LAWS;” insert “PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S);”; 
(2) On page 3, line 9½ insert a new Section 3 to read as follows:

“Section 3.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions.  Such conditions may only be amended through a rezoning.
(a) The subject property is legally described in the original legal description dated July 10, 2014.

(b) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the revised written description dated September 15, 2014.

(c) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the revised site plan dated September 2, 2014.

(d) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated August 19, 2014, attached hereto as Exhibit 3, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.
(e) The following uses shall be prohibited:

(1) Dancing entertainment establishments not serving alcohol, truck stops, major automotive repair, theaters (including open-air theaters), arenas, carnivals, circuses, go-kart tracks, boatyards, racetracks for animals or vehicles, and adult entertainment.

(f) The maximum height of any structure shall be 35 feet.

(g) The terms of the following Sections of the Written Description dated September 15, 2014, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2 are also considered conditions:
1. Section IV. C. entitled Orientation and Elevations;

2. Section IV. F. entitled Signage;

3. Section IV. I. entitled Lighting; and

4. Section VII. K. entitled Design Criteria.”
(3) On page 2, line 28, strike “site plan dated July 17, 2014” and insert “revised site plan dated September 2, 2014”; and

(4) On page 2, lines 28 and 29, strike “written description dated July 31, 2014” and insert “revised written description dated September 15, 2014”; and

(5) Add Exhibit 3 attached hereto; and

(6) Renumber the remaining Section(s); and
(7) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

II. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PUD

First Coast Energy, L.L.P. (the “Applicant”) proposes to rezone approximately 1.16x
acres of property from CCG-1 (.12 acres) and CCG-2 (1.04 acres) to Planned Unit Development
(“PUD”). The subject property is presently owned by Daniel F. Wilensky, Cathy B. Wilensky,
and Southside Assembly of God, Incorporated and located at the following addresses in
Jacksonville, Florida: (i) 0 Atlantic Boulevard, (ii) 1906 Atlantic Boulevard, (ii) 1916 Atlantic
Boulevard, {(iv) 2017 Farragut Place, (v) 1905 Olevia Street, (vi) 1915 Olevia Street, (vii) 1925
Olevia Street, and (viii) 1931 Olevia Street (collectively, the “Property”). The Property is more
particularly }jescribed in the legal descriptions attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.

The Property is designated CGC land use and is subject to the San Marco Overlay Zone
district regul latlons The surrounding land uses and zoning designations include RPI/CRO to the -
north (ot’ﬁce1 buildings), CGC/CCG-2 to the south (church and commercial surface parking lot),
CGC/CCG-I% to the east (medical office and commercial surface parking lot), and CGC/CCG-2
and CGC/CP to the west (single family homes and offices).

The]Property is zoned CCG-1 (1 parcel) and CCG-2 (7 parcels). Applicant seeks to
rezone the Property to facilitate the development of a convenience store with eight (8) double
sided, multi ’product dispensers (MPDs) and two (2), double sided, free standing diesel fuel
dispensers Jfor clarity, the 2 diesel dispensers cannot be used at the same time as the 8 MPDs so
only sixteen|(16) vehicles can fuel at any given time), a 5,000 square foot retail component, and
a freestandilr'i‘g car wash (the “Development™). A conceptual site plan depicting the Development
dated September 2, 2014 is attached to this Description as Exhibit E (the “Site Plan”). A
conceptual bunldmg elevation plan is attached to this Description at Exhibit J.
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[II. PUDDESCRIPTION OF USES

Day care centers or care centers meeting the performance standards and

development criteria set forth in Part 4, Jacksonville Zoning Code.

9. Off-street commercial parking lots meeting the performance standards and
criteria set forth in Part 4, Jacksonville Zoning Code.

10. Adult Congregate Living Facility (but not group care homes or residential

 treatment facilities).

11. An establishment or facility that includes the retail sale and service of beer
or wine for off-premises consumption or for on-premises consumption in
conjunction with a restaurant.

12. Retail plant nurseries including outside display, but not on-site mulching
or landscape contractors requiring heavy equipment or vehicles in excess

‘ of one-ton capacity.

13. Express or parcel delivery offices and similar uses (but not freight or truck
terminals).

14. Veterinarians and animal boarding, subject to the performance standards
and development criteria set forth in Part 4, Jacksonville Zoning Code.

15. Personal property storage establishments meeting the performance
development criteria set forth in Part 4, Jacksonville Zoning Code.

16. Retail outlets for the sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage,
jewelry, cameras, sporting goods, home furnishings and appliances,
furniture and similar uses.

Pedestrian Circulation. Sidewalks shall be maintained and improved along
Atlantic Boulevard in accordance with the City of Jacksonville 2030
Comprehensive Plan.

Recreational / Open Space. Not applicable.
Signage. The following signage shall be permitted:

1. One (1) double-sided street frontage monument sign, which may be
internally illuminated, not exceeding nine (9) feet in height and not
exceeding forty-eight (48) square feet per side, may be located as depicted
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on the Site Plan attached as Exhibit “E  and constructed with brick or
stucco column supporting the sign face on each side and decorative grill
work or other architectural element above the sign face.

Wall signs on the property buildings (other than any canopy over the fuel
dispenser islands), which may be internally illuminated, provided that the
wall signs on each of the Atlantic Boulevard, Farragut Place and Olevia
Street frontages shall not exceed 10% of the facade area of such frontage;

Applicant shall implement the above provisions substantially as provided in
Site Plan attached as Exhibit "E" and the "Signage Package" attached as
Exhibit "L." Any future property owner or tenant may alter the signage
utilized on the property so long as such revised signage complies with the
requirements set forth in subsections F.1 - F.6 above.

Stormwater Retention. Stormwater retention/detention shall be in
accordance with the requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns
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CONPITION X L

River Water Management District, and may include underground detention
vaults.

Utilities. Electric, power and sewer shall be provided by the JEA and will be
placed underground.

Lighting. [llumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half
(.5) foot candles (“f.c.”) when the building or parking areas are located
adjacent to residential areas, and shall not exceed one (1.0) f.c. when abutting
other non-residential properties. All lighting lamp sources within parking and
pedestrian areas shall be metal halide, compact fluorescent or LED. The
maximum light pole height in all parking areas should not exceed thirty feet
(30°- 0”). An exterior lighting design plan, including a photometrics plan, pole
and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at the time of Verification of
Substantial Compliance for review and approval by the Planning and
Development Department. All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall
be prohibited.

Landscaping. Landscaping shall be installed and maintained in accordance
with Part 12, Landscape Regulations of the Jacksonville Zoning Code, except
for Section 656.1214(c)(2) of the Jacksonville Zoning Code, which reads
“trees shall be distributed so that all portions of the VUA are within a 55-foot
radius of any tree”, using as yet undetermined species of plants and trees
which will be addressed as shown in the attached Exhibit E (the “Site Plan”).

Conceptual Site Plan. The Site Plan is conceptual and revisions may be
required as the proposed Development proceeds through final engineering and
site plan review, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and
Development Department.

Parking and Loading. The Development will include twenty (20) on-site
surface parking spaces and zero (0) loading space substantially as depicted on
the Site Plan.

. Phasing. It is anticipated that construction of the Development will

commence on or about December 31, 2015 and will be completed by
December 31, 2016.

Justification for Planned Unit Development. The Development is
consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville 2030
Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations (the “Comprehensive Plan”).
Applicant seeks to rezone the Property to PUD to facilitate the development of
a convenience store with fueling islands and a freestanding car wash. The
Property is currently zoned CCG-1 and CCG-2.
