WHEREAS, Daniel and Cathy Wilensky and the Southisde Assembly of God, Incorporated, the owner(s) of approximately 1.16(  acres located in Council District 9 on Atlantic Boulevard between Kings Avenue and Farragut Place (R.E. No(s) 081532-0000, 081533-0000, 081534-0000, 081535-0000, 081536-0000, 081537-0000, 081538-0000 and 081539-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has/have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Commercial Community/General-1 (CCG-1) and Commercial Community/General-2 (CCG-2) Districts to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial Community/General-1 (CCG-1) and Commercial Community/General-2 (CCG-2) Districts to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated July 17, 2014, and written description dated July 31, 2014 for the Daily’s San Marco PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a convience store as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Daniel and Cathy Wilensky and the Southisde Assembly of God, Incorporated, and is legally described in Exhibit 1. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

o. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PUD

First Coast Energy, L.L.P. (the “Applicant”) proposes to rezone approximately 1.16+
acres of property from CCG-1 (.12 acres) and CCG-2 (1.04 acres) to Planned Unit Development
(“PUD”). The subject property is presently owned by Daniel F. Wilensky, Cathy B. Wilensky,
and Southside Assembly of God, Incorporated and located at the following addresses in
Jacksonville, Florida: (i) O Atlantic Boulevard, (ii) 1906 Atlantic Boulevard, (ii) 1916 Atlantic
Boulevard, (iv) 2017 Farragut Place, (v) 1905 Olevia Street, (vi) 1915 Olevia Street, (vii) 1925
Olevia Street, and (viii) 1931 Olevia Street (collectively, the “Property”). The Property is more
particularly described in the legal descriptions attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.
