ORDINANCE 2014-545-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO ENTER INTO THAT CERTAIN LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“LESSOR”) AND THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA (“GOVERNMENT”) FOR AND ON BEHALF OF U.S. CUSTOMS AND BORDER PROTECTION (“CBP”) FOR OFFICE SPACE LOCATED AT 6222-3 NEW WORLD AVENUE, BUILDING 68B, CECIL COMMERCE CENTER, JACKSONVILLE, DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA 32221, FOR A TERM OF FIVE YEARS WITH ONE FIVE YEAR RENEWAL OPTION AT A MONTHLY RENTAL RATE OF $21,013.75 FOR THE FIRST YEAR AND WITH A 3% ANNUAL RATE ADJUSTMENT FOR EACH SUCCEEDING YEAR; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE OFFICE OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Lease agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (“Lessor”), and the United States of America (“Government”) for and on behalf of U.S. Customs And Border Protection (“CBP”), in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.  The lease with the Government is for use by the CBP of office space located at 6222-3 New World Avenue, Building 68B, Cecil Commerce Center, Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida 32221, for a term of five years with one five year renewal option at a monthly rental rate $21,013.75 for the first year and with a 3% annual rate adjustment for each succeeding year.

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Office of Economic Development shall oversee the project described herein.  

Section 3.
   Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
