Bill Summary: The ordinance amends Section 656.401(e) (Care Centers/Day Care Centers)
Background Information:  There are over 2700 sexual offenders and predators living in Duval County.
Florida Statutes stipulate that sexual predators are required to register their place of residence with the Florida Department of Law Enforcement.  Florida law prohibits a sexual predator from residing within 1,000 feet of a school, day care center, park, playground, library or other location where children regularly congregate. This legislation (ordinance code amendment) stipulates that after October 1, 2014, new day care centers shall not be located within 2,500 feet of a sexual predator residence.  The Planning and Development Department shall produce a special purpose survey using the FDLE database of registered sexual predators to determine if such residence exists within a radius of 2,500 feet of a proposed day care center.
