Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the purchase of needed equipment and renovations to continue the efficient maintenance and repair of City vehicles. The funds appropriated in Section 1 are from the sale of the Fleet Division’s parts inventory. The Fleet Division shall use $132,000 of the funds for the purchase of six new vehicles.
