
Ordinance #12 revised - March 14, 2005


Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:
ORDINANCE 2014-559
An ordinance appropriating $642,866.10 from the parts and fueling service/miscellaneous sales and charges account to provide funding to repair THE fleet MANAGEMENT facility and purchase equipment needed by fleet management to maintain and repair the city’s rolling stock, AS INITIATED BY b.T. 14-096; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2014-2015; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
