The function of Special Events is housed within the Office of sports and Entertainment.

There is established a liaison relationship between the Special Events Office and the Downtown Investment Authority Chief Executive Officer.  Upon request, but at least quarterly, the Special Events Office shall provide the Downtown Investment Authority Chief Executive Officer information regarding special event permits Downtown.”; and
(9) On page 12, line 26, strike “Special Events” and insert “Advisory Boards”; and

(16) On page 20, line 24 ½ insert “(5) Develop and adopt a five year Business Investment and Development Plan (“BID” or BID Plan”) for downtown for approval by Council.  The Board shall have the discretion to either adopt the BID plan in its entirety, or to adopt the business investment plan element and the community redevelopment plan element of the BID separately, at different times.  The Board shall also have the discretion to either adopt community redevelopment plans for Downtown in its entirety which such plans shall include both a Southside Community Redevelopment Area Plan and a Downtown Northbank Community  Redevelopment Area Plan, or to adopt a Southside Community Redevelopment Area Plan and a Downtown Northbank Community Redevelopment Area Plan separately, at different times.”; and
(17) On page 21, strike lines 20 through 29, and insert the following:

(a)
Negotiate economic incentive packages for Downtown, just as OED does for areas outside of Downtown, and monitor compliance of the same pursuant to the City’s approved Public Investment Policy, as may be amended from time to time, regarding Programs 1 through 27 contained in the BID Strategy document, with the assistance of the Economic Development Officer, and subject to the approval of Council. The Public Investment Policy was made operational by the 2006 JEDC Public Investment Policy Manual, and is hereby incorporated into the BID Plan by reference.
(b)
Negotiate new DIA economic incentive packages as described in the BID Strategy for Projects and Programs contained within the BID Plan without the approval of the City Council, unless otherwise required in the BID Strategy and only if sufficient funds exist within the appropriate CRA Trust Fund, the DIA’s approved budget, or by separate City Council appropriation. 
(c)
The Authority shall provide semi-annual reports to Council reflecting the status of compliance with incentive requirements and such reports shall be made available on-line.”; and
(18) On page 23, line 15, after “Chapter 122,” insert “Part 4 (Real Property),”; and
(19) On page 25, line 11 ½ insert “(26)
Report to the City Council annually on progress regarding benchmarks contained within the BID Plan.  Such report shall be provided on or before submission of a budget request.”; and
(20) On page 28, line 7 ½, insert the following:

(g)
A liaison relationship with the Jacksonville Waterways Commission regarding waterfront facilities.

(h)
DIA shall annually present to the Rules Committee on effectiveness of inter-department liaison and coordination work.”; and
(21) On page 28, line 23, after “redevelopment agreements” strike “and other agreements” and insert “, grant agreements, incentive agreements, and use rights such as easements, leases, and licenses, all”; and

(22) On page 29, lines 21 and 23 after “122,” insert “Part 4 (Real Property),”; and

(23) On page 29, line 23 strike “hold, control, manage, lease” and insert “control the use, negotiate, lease,”; and

(24) On page 29, line 27 after “consideration.”  insert “The properties managed the Authority shall be pursuant to the list On File with Legislative Services and maintained and held for review by Legislative Services and the Authority.”; and
(25) On page 30, line 5, after “located” insert “within”; and
(26) On page 30, lines 26 through 30, strike “Both Trust Funds are to be created out of the existing Redevelopment Special Revenue Fund and Downtown CRA Subfunds, and shall continue in their new formation in full force and effect in accordance with all of the terms and provisions of this Act.” and insert “The Southside CRA Trust Fund shall contain all funds currently contained in the Southbank Tax Increment Fund of the Special Revenue Fund and shall continue in its new formation in full force and effect.  The Northbank Downtown CRA Trust Fund shall contain all funds currently contained in the Downtown East Tax Increment Fund and the Northside West Tax Increment Fund of the Special Revenue Fund and shall continue in full force and effect.”; and
(27) On page 31, line 6, after “Ordinance Code” insert “, because those areas have different increment base years”; and

(28) On page 32, line 3, strike “Downtown Investment Authority ceases to exist,” and insert “Southside CRA Tax Increment District or the Northbank Downtown Tax Increment District cases to exist, then”; and

(29) On page 32, line 5, after “dissolved,” insert “as appropriate, relating to the fund that ceases to exist,”; and
(30) On page 38, line 24, before “The” insert “The Downtown Master Plan (Celebrating the River: A Plan for Downtown Jacksonville) which was produced in the year 2000, is hereby repealed.”; and

(31) On page 38, lines 29 through 31 strike “(Celebrating the River: A Plan for Downtown Jacksonville) which was produced in the year 2000.”; and
(32) On page 47, strike lines 27 through 31; and

(34) On page 70, lines 14 and 15 and lines 17 and 18, strike “Part 3 (Schedule of District Regulations)” and insert “Part 13 (Sign Regulations)”; and

(35) On page 80, at the end of line 15 insert “A copy of all executed agreements made by the DIA such as leases, grants, incentives and redevelopment agreements, shall be provided to the Council Auditor for reference.”; and
