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RESOLUTION 2014-563
A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE VACATION OF A PORTION OF SWEETWATER FARMS, PURSUANT TO SECTION 177.101(3), FLORIDA STATUTES; RETURNING THE VACATED PORTION OF THE LANDS OF SAID SWEETWATER FARMS PLAT TO ACREAGE; MAKING FINDINGS; ABANDONING CERTAIN UNOPENED ROADS WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE VACATED PORTION OF SWEETWATER FARMS THAT HAVE NOT BEEN OPENED AND HAVE NOT BECOME ROADS SUITABLE AND NECESSARY FOR THE TRAVELING PUBLIC; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Section 177.101(3), Florida Statutes, authorizes the governing bodies of counties and municipalities to adopt resolutions vacating plats of subdivisions in said counties and municipalities, in whole or in part, returning the property covered by such plat, either in whole or in part, to acreage upon a showing that the person making application for such vacation is the owner of that portion of the lands covered by the plat sought to be vacated, and further, that the vacation will not affect the ownership or right of convenient access of persons owning other parts of the previously platted subdivision; and


WHEREAS, the plat of Sweetwater Farms is recorded in Plat Book 6, Page 67, in the current public records of Duval County, Florida (the “Plat”).  Sweetwater Farms encompasses lands east of I-95 in Sections 3 and 4, and west of I-95 in a part of Section 6, Township 4 South, Range 28 East, Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida; and

 WHEREAS, while the platted roads located within the lands described in Exhibit 1, labeled “Exhibit to Show a Portion of Sections 3, 4, and 6, Township 4 South, Range 28 East, Duval County, Florida” dated April 7, 2014, bear no dimensions, are unopened, have not been dedicated to the public and were never improved or accepted by the City for maintenance, as a result of which said roads have not become highways suitable for the traveling public; and

WHEREAS, Estuary, LLC, a Florida Limited Liability Company, (the “Applicants”), has applied to vacate those portions of the Plat lying east of I-95 in sections 3 and 4, Township 4 South, Range 28 East, Jacksonville, Duval County Florida; and


WHEREAS, the remaining lots owned by others within the Plat lie west of I-95, a limited access highway, and west of Section 5, Township 4 South, Range 28 East, Jacksonville, Duval County Florida, which is not within the subdivision Plat, and as a result of which those owners of lots in that part of the subdivision lying in Section 6 do not now have and have never had access to the platted, unopened roads that will be vacated hereby lying in sections 3 and 4 east of I-95 and east of Section 5, and 

WHEREAS, as a result of the foregoing, approval of the vacation of the Plat will leave no landlocked parcels, and no lot owners will be left without a right of convenient access; and


WHEREAS, as required by Section 177.101(3), Florida Statutes, the Applicant has provided evidence of ownership of lands within the Plat to be vacated; and


WHEREAS, public notice as required by law and specifically in compliance with Section 177.101(4), Florida Statutes, has been given, Exhibit 2, and all state and county taxes on the lands to be vacated that are due and payable have been paid in full; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Findings.
The Council finds as fact and concludes as a matter of law as follows:


(a) The Applicant owns fee simple title to the lands within the portion of the Plat to be vacated, which lands are more particularly described as Sections 3 and 4, Township 4 South, Range 28 East, Jacksonville, Duval county, Florida.

(b)  According to the Plat showing that Section 5, Township 4 South, Range 28 East, Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida, separates the east and west parts of the subdivision, and the map attached as Exhibit 1, upon the vacation of the platted roads located within Sections 3 and 4 the right of convenient access for the subdivision lots in Section 6 will be unaffected. 

Section 2.

Vacation Approved.  Vacation of that portion of Sweetwater Farms within Sections 3 and 4, Township 4 South, Range 28 East, Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida, is hereby approved.  According to Section 177.101(5), Florida Statutes, this resolution shall have the effect of vacating all streets and alleys platted within Sections 3 and 4, Township 4 South, Range 28 East, Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida, none of which have become necessary for use by the traveling public.  This vacation shall become effective when a certified copy of this resolution has been filed with the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court and duly recorded in the public records of Duval County, Florida.   

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
