RESOLUTION 2014-566-A
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE GENERAL COUNSEL AND THE OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL TO COMMENCE LITIGATION TO FORECLOSE ON CITY CODE ENFORCEMENT LIENS ASSOCIATED WITH THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 6200 ARLINGTON EXPRESSWAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the property located at 6200 Arlington Expressway is owned by Teresa Neenia and Rebecca Ninya and operated as ITC Auto Sales, a used car dealership which offers sales of used cars from multiple manufacturers and automotive repair services (the “ITC Auto property”); and

WHEREAS, on September 10, 2009, the ITC Auto property was separately cited for violations of section 518.202, Jacksonville Ordinance Code for an impermissible accumulation of junk and debris on the property and for violations of section 656.222, Jacksonville Ordinance Code for impermissible automobile repair activities and violations of the zoning requirements pertaining to setback from residential uses; and 
WHEREAS, additional inspections of the ITC Auto property were conducted on September 11, 2009, October 14, 2009, November 3, 2009, November 12, 2009, November 20, 2009, and November 23, 2009, with no correction of the violations discovered during the September 10, 2009 inspection; and
WHEREAS, on December 2, 2009, the violations were presented to the City’s Special Magistrate for adjudication; the property owner was represented at the hearing; and

WHEREAS, at the December 2, 2009 hearing, the violations were proven and the property owners were given 30 days to correct the violations or else a rolling, daily fine would be imposed; and

WHEREAS, on January 5, 2010, January 27, 2010 and February 23, 2010, the ITC Auto property was reinspected, and it was found that the violations had not been corrected; and
WHEREAS, on March 2, 2010, the violations were again presented to the City’s Special Magistrate for adjudication; the property owner was not present at the hearing; and
WHEREAS, at the March 2, 2010 hearing, in two separate orders, the violations were proven and the property owners were assessed a daily rolling fine of $250 per day, which would continue to accrue until such time as the violations were corrected; and

WHEREAS, the property owners did not appeal the rulings, making them the final orders concerning the violations; and
WHEREAS, on August 13, 2010, the property owners corrected the violations associated with violations of chapter 518, Jacksonville Ordinance Code; however the violations with chapter 656, Jacksonville Ordinance Code remain pending; and
WHEREAS, the total City lien for penalties accrued while the ITC Auto property remained in violation of Chapter 518 is $41,000 subject to foreclosure; and
WHEREAS, the total number of days the ITC Auto property currently remains in violation is 1618 days, representing $404,500 in accruing civil penalties subject to foreclosure; and
WHEREAS, there currently exists new and additional violations of the zoning code associated with the operation of the ITC Auto Sales business; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

General Counsel Authorized to Commence Litigation.  The Council of the City of Jacksonville hereby authorizes the General Counsel and the Office of General Counsel to commence litigation to foreclose on the City’s municipal code enforcement liens existing on the ITC Auto Sales property located at 6200 Arlington Expressway.  

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
