Bill Summary: This ordinance closes and abandons and/or disclaims a portion of Sprague Street, a 35 foot platted, opened, and improved right-of-way in Westbrook Terrace between Beaver Street and Edwards Avenue, as established in plat book 7, page 35, dated June 7, 1921, in Council District 9. The closure and abandonment is subject to reservation unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA of easements over the closed portion of the right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities.
Background Information: The applicant, BSE Investments, LLC & SADS, Inc., requires the closure in order to increase parking and security at their facilities, which are located on both sides of Sprague Street. The properties adjacent to the requested closure are zoned light industrial. Applicants own all the property adjacent to the requested closure and have paid a $1,500.00 closure application processing fee. This request was sent to various state, municipal, and utility agencies which might have an interest in the matter and there were no objections.
