RESOLUTION 2014-597-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING JSO OFFICER CARLTON L. JENKINS FOR HIS OUTSTANDING SERVICE TO THE CITY UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Carlton L. Jenkins was born in Jacksonville and spent some of his childhood years in Georgia before returning to Florida  and graduating from Paxon High School; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Jenkins enlisted in the United States Army and served 6 years as a Medical Specialist, during which time he also earned a degree as a licensed practical nurse (LPN) from the Health Science Academy in San Antonio, Texas and also attended Liberty University; and


WHEREAS, after his discharge from the Army, in May of 1988 Carlton Jenkins joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, where he has served honorably and effectively as a patrol officer, zone training officer, burglary detective, fugitive detective, civil officer, hostage negotiator and, for the last 5 years, as a sergeant-at-arms for the City Council; and 


WHEREAS, Officer Jenkins has given outstanding service to the Sheriff’s Office and the City Council, providing a calm and reassuring presence in meetings and sharing a friendly demeanor with City staff and the general public; and


WHEREAS, Officer Jenkins has recently announced his retirement and the Council wishes to express the City’s appreciation for his service; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Officer Carlton L. Jenkins for his decades of outstanding service to his country and his city in the United States Army and the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, and extends its very best wishes for good health and happiness in the years to come.
