RESOLUTION 2014-600-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING HERSCHEL ALLEN FOR HIS SERVICE TO HIS COUNTRY AND TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Herschel Allen was born and raised on Jacksonville’s Northside, graduated from Andrew Jackson High School in 1960 and served 20 years in the United States Marine Corps, retiring as a gunnery sergeant, having served in all four Marine Corps Air Wings and traveled to the four corners of the globe; and


WHEREAS, Sgt. Allen did a tour of duty in Vietnam in 1967-68 where his distinguished service earned him the Air Medal, Combat Action Ribbon, Navy Presidential and Meritorious Unit Citations, Republic of Vietnam Campaign Ribbon and Vietnam Gallantry Cross Unit Citation, among other awards; and


WHEREAS, after his discharge, Mr. Allen earned a degree from Southern Utah State College and worked for eight years in the private sector creating electrical, instrument and flight control systems training lesson plans for the HH-60 helicopter; and 


WHEREAS, in 1994 Herschel Allen joined the City’s Veteran Services Division and in 1998 was promoted to Veteran Services Supervisor, the position he has held for 16 years; and


WHEREAS, in 1999 the City of Jacksonville received a Sterling Award for its Lebanoff-Allen Veterans Administration Tracking System, which was created in-house by Lewis Lebanoff of the Information Technology Division and Mr. Allen of Veteran’s Affairs; and

WHEREAS, after a long and illustrious career to his country and to his city, Herschel Allen has announced his retirement from City government; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Herschel Allen for his outstanding career of service to his nation and city in the United States Marine Corps and in the City’s Military Affairs and Veterans Department, and extends to Mr. Allen its very best wishes for good health and happiness in the years ahead. His many contributions to the City will be long remembered and appreciated.
