Bill Summary: The ordinance closes, abandons and/or disclaims a portion of a drainage easement located on Barker Street near the intersection of Beach Boulevard and Spring Glen Road, as establish in OR Book 8011, Page 1536, dated December 12, 1984 in Council District 4, at the request of Twin Rivers Capital (the “applicant”) to clear an encroachment of a building into the easement.
Background Information:  The applicant, Twin Rivers Capital, is requesting the closure to clear an encroachment of a building into the easement.  The encroachment is 15 feet by 32.7 feet into the northwesterly corer of the easement.  The Drainage Section of Public Works reviewed the request, inspected the site, and determined that the abandonment of this portion of the easement does not interfere with its function.  The closure request was sent to various municipal agencies which might have an interest in the matter and there were no objections.
