RESOLUTION 2014-621
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE UNIVERSITY PARK BRANCH LIBRARY ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 10TH ANNIVERSARY OF SERVICE TO THE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the University Park Branch Library opened on October 9, 2004, replacing an abandoned storefront with a spacious, state-of-the-art library as well as a warehouse and bookstore for the Friends of the Jacksonville Public Library, and Support Services and Technology and Integrated Library System departments for the entire Jacksonville Public Library system; and


WHEREAS, the library was an immediate sensation, providing a 15,000 square foot general library, including both an adult and a children’s area, to make available books and other materials, and a group study room, conference room and community rooms to provide meeting room space, and a wide variety of fun and educational programs to thousands of customers; and


WHEREAS, over the past 10 years nearly 2.2 million customers visited the University Park Branch Library, checking out 3.7 million items, attending 14,000 meetings and 3,600 programs, receiving reference assistance 550,000 times, and generally engaging in lifelong learning in ways only available at a well-equipped and well-staffed library; and


WHEREAS, for 10 years the University Park Branch Library has served Arlington and the entire City of Jacksonville with information, entertainment, expertise and programming for visitors of all ages and needs; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and congratulates the University Park Branch Library on the occasion of its 10th anniversary of service to the community, and extends its best wishes to the staff and customers of the library for many more years of successful operations.

Section 2.
