*Nuisance Anim‘éls in the Nelghborhood was presented by Nicole Harris, Animal Care and Protective Services.

o The C(Ify collaborates with other animal welfare agencies with the shared goal of becoming a “no-kill"
community.

o In 2008, 23,000 animals were euthanized. The “save rate” now is 87% of the animals who arrive at shelter. To
oﬁoln "no-kill" status, the save rate must be at least 90%.

o Feral Freedom was started in 2008. Animal Care and Protective Services has budget issues and the Feral
Freedom helps reduce operating costs and frees now-reduced staff members for other duties.

o Due 1o budget issues, Animal Care and Protective Services has no office staff. Previously, 10 staff members
were assigned to office duties. Field staff members were reduced from 24 - now 14. Kennel staff members
were reduced from 15 50 now 8. The veterinary staff increased from 10 — now 11. Four staff members are
paid by First Coast No More Homeless Pets.

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o Due to budget issues, challenges are response times, return calls/emails and a culture change. Reduced
staff necessitated the only way to contact Animal Care and Protective Services is through CARE (630-
CITY).

o Animal Care and Protective Services appreciates its many donated volunteer hours. Volunteers are
needed to provide temporary foster homes to adoptable animals that are medically unable, or possibly
too young, to be in shelter,

o Donations are needed: peanut butter, honey and Kong dog toys ([chewable, filable rubber toys). Peanut
butter and honey are smeared in the Kong, frozen and distributed to dogs to help alleviate stress and
boredom. Any brands of canned or dry cat food are always needed.

o Vice Chair Kathy Budd thanked Ms. Harris for her presentation. Chair Walker presented a certificate of

sFeral Cats by Tammy King, No More Homeless Pets

o Feral Freedom has become a national model for animal welfare. Grants pay for feral cats to be humanely
trapped, provided a full medical check-up, vaccinations, spayed or neutered, an ear is “tiopped", and
the cats are released back into the same neighborhood or area.

o Community cats are part of the ecology, reducing Animal Care and Protective Services costs to the
taxpayer, reducing shelter intake and shelter space.

o Responsible cat colony caretakers feed large colonies. This reduces cat hoarding inside of homes or other
buildings. This program allows the cats to live their lives. The colony size will eventually diminish.

Nuisance Wildlife in the Neighborhoods by Eric Dennis, Florida Fish and Witdlife Conservation Commission.
*  Migratory Waterfowl are protected by the Federal Migratory Bird Treaty Act of 1918. The United States and
other countries cooperate to protect migratory birds.
o Canada Geese - Migratory and Resident Geese - to reduce the numbers of geese -
= Do not feed them or allow others to feed them.
»  Use loud whistles, horns or bang pot lids together to scare them.
= Mix and spray grass with one gallon of fermented grape juice mixed with 3 gallons of water.
Reapply after rains.
= Use predator (alligator or coyote) decoys and move them frequently.
= Permits may be obtained to remove nests or eggs of resident Canada Geese.
o Muscovy Ducks — are non-native animals. They may be trapped and removed or their nests may be
destroyed.
= Non-native species may be relocated in the same county, on property of at least 40
configuous acres, with the land-owner's written permission.
o Mallard Ducks - are fon-native animals and present a threat to Florida Mottled Ducks, who look similar
to Mallards. Permits may be obtained to remove Mallard nests and eggs.
o Other Wildlife - (such as raccoons, opossums)
