ORDINANCE 2014-633
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $4,000,000 IN FUNDS FROM SAVINGS IN THE OFFICE OF THE SHERIFF’S 2013-2014 GENERAL FUND BUDGET IN ORDER TO MAKE $4,000,000 AVAILABLE AS A SOURCE OF FUNDING FOR THE PURCHASE OF VEHICLES FOR THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Office of the Sheriff projects to recognize $4,000,000 in savings in the Office of the Sheriff’s 2013-2014 general fund budget; and


WHEREAS, on October 1, 2014, by operation of law any residual funds would be swept into the General Fund; and 

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee proposed and the Sheriff agreed, that $4,000,000 of 2013-2014 savings will be placed in a Special Council Contingency designated for the Sheriff; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to make $4,000,000 available as a source from operating reserves for the Sheriff’s 2014-2015 budget for the purchase of vehicles. The appropriation referenced in Section 1 is contingent upon positive balances within each sub-object of the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office.

Section 3.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
Emergency passage of this legislation upon introduction is requested. The nature of the emergency is that prompt action is required to facilitate proper completion of the 2014-2015 budget. 

Section 4.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
