(2) On page 1, line 17, after “AGREEMENT;” insert “AMENDING THE 2013-2018 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2013-465-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “Soccer Conversion Equipment”; PROVIDING FOR THE CREATION OF INDEX CODE SPEF4C1SOC to place $700,000 for the conversion of the field and to receive any revenues associated with the soccer games;”;
(3) On page 2, line 5, strike “2014-2015” and insert “2013-2014”;

(4) On page 2, lines 9, 12, and 14, strike “B.T. 14-” and insert “Revised B.T. 14-101”;

(5) On page 2, line 10, strike “Exhibit 1” and insert “Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised B.T. 14-101, September 15, 2014 – Rules””;

(8) On page 3, line 3½, insert new Sections 6 and 7 to read as follows:

“Section 6.
CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2013-465-E, being the 2013-2018 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to funding for the project entitled “Soccer Conversion Equipment”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in delays in the procurement process that will likely result in the City being unable to meet its obligations to have the Baseball Grounds prepared for the commencement of Team’s soccer season. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2013-465-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2013-465-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 7. 
Establishment of new index code. The Accounting Division is hereby requested to create the new index code SPEF4C1SOC to place $700,000 for the conversion of the field and to receive any revenue associated with the soccer games.”;
(9) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;

(10) Remove Exhibit 1 and replace with Revised Exhibit 1 attached hereto, which attaches Revised B.T. 14-101;

(11) Attach Exhibit 2 attached hereto, which attaches the Project Information Sheet;

(12) Remove On File document and replace with Revised On File Document attached hereto, which places the revised agreement on file; 

(13) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
