An ordinance regarding the supervisor of elections (soe) office; Authorizing the supervisor of elections to transfer money within the supervisor of elections’ “elections Activity” TO FUND THE SPECIAL ELECTION FOR THE STATE HOUSE DISTRICT 13 OFFICE; RECOGNIZING THAT THE CITY WILL PURSUE STATE REIMBURSEMENTS; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Authorization.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, the Supervisor of Elections is authorized to transfer money within the Supervisor of Elections’ “Elections Activity” to provide funding for the special election ordered by the Governor as a result of a vacancy in the State House District 13 Office.
Section 2.

Reverter.  The Supervisor of Elections will pursue reimbursement from the State for the State elections following the elections. Reimbursement is considered by the Legislature in the 2015 State Legislative Session. All reimbursements and any other savings effected in the election process shall revert to the General Fund.

 Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
