Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the special election ordered by the Governor as a result of a vacancy in the State House District 13 Office.
Section 3.

Reverter.  The Supervisor of Elections will pursue reimbursement from the State for the State elections following the elections. Reimbursement is considered by the Legislature in the 2015 State Legislative Session. All reimbursements and any other savings effected in the election process shall revert to the General Fund.   
Section 4.

Section 106.215 (Supplemental appropriation and revenue reduction limitations), Ordinance Code, requiring two-thirds vote. Approval of this ordinance will require approval of two-thirds of the Council Members present in accordance with section 106.215(b), which requires that transfers from reserve has two-thirds vote. 
Section 5.
