Bill Summary: This ordinance renames Hemming Plaza in downtown as “Hemming Park”; it amends Section 250.516 (Rules and Regulations) and Section 667.110 (Designated and Authorized Locations), Ordinance Code, to reflect the change to Hemming Park.
Background Information:  The Hart family (whose patriarch founded Jacksonville) deeded the land that became Hemming Plaza to the City in 1861 for use as a “public park.”  In 1977, the City renovated the park converting it into a concrete and brick-paved square and changed the name to Hemming Plaza.  In an effort to rejuvenate Hemming Plaza and transform it into an attraction for families, tourists and downtown workers, the City recently entered into an agreement with the Friends of Hemming Park; to encourage its use as an area for passive recreation, events, and events for the public, the Friends of Hemming Plaza desire to return the name from Hemming Plaza to Hemming Park.
