ORDINANCE 2014-652-E
AN ORDINANCE RENAMING HEMMING PLAZA IN DOWNTOWN AS “HEMMING PARK”; AMENDING SECTION 250.516 (RULES AND REGULATIONS) AND SECTION 667.110 (DESIGNATED AND AUTHORIZED LOCATIONS), Ordinance Code, TO REFLECT THE CHANGE TO HEMMING PARK; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Hemming Plaza was originally established as a public square in 1857 by Isaiah Hart, the founder of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Hart family deeded the land to the City in 1861 for use as a “City Park,” being the first and oldest park in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, in 1977, the City renovated the park converting it into a concrete and brick-paved square and changed the name to Hemming Plaza; and

WHEREAS, Hemming Plaza now stands as a public plaza located at the heart of the government center in downtown; and


WHEREAS, due to its centralized location, Hemming Plaza is an important part of the downtown experience for both tourists and local citizens; and

WHEREAS, the City has entered into an agreement with I3-Jax, Inc. (d/b/a Friends of Hemming Park), approved by Ordinance 2014-434-E, so that the organization may manage, program and maintain the 1.54 acres for passive recreation, scheduled activities and events, and enjoyment of the public; and
WHEREAS, in recognition of the renaissance of this historic public feature and to encourage the use of the area for which it was originally dedicated to the City, the Council desires to hereby return the name from Hemming Plaza to Hemming Park; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Hemming Plaza renamed to “Hemming Park.”  Hemming Plaza, consisting of 1.54 acres of land bounded by Hogan Street North to the west, Duval Street West to the north, Laura Street North to the east and Monroe Street West to the south,  in the heart of downtown Jacksonville, is hereby renamed “Hemming Park.”

Section 3. 
Amending Section 667.110 (Designated and authorized locations), Ordinance Code.  Section 667.110 (Designated and authorized locations), Chapter 667 (Park Vending), is hereby amended to read as follows:
Chapter 667. park vending.

Sec. 667.110.  Designated and authorized locations.

(a) The following locations are designated for use by park vendors, subject to the rules of the Division governing hours of use, placement within the designated location, number of individual or collective park vendors and other reasonable time, place and manner-of-use regulations:

(1) Hemming Plaza.  Park.
(2) St. Johns Park, in the vicinity of Friendship Fountain;

(3) The sidewalk of Coastline Drive, as designated by the Division, from the Seaboard System Railroad Building to the easternmost sideline of the Courthouse Parking Lot (West lot).

(4) Riverside Park.

(5) Memorial Park.

(6) Willow Branch Park, West of Park Street.

(7) Springfield Park.

(8) Metropolitan Park (in those areas controlled by the City).

(9) The Riverwalk on the South bank of the St. Johns River.
