A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE JAX CHAMBER’S ARLINGTON COUNCIL FOR ITS STEADFAST LEADERSHIP FOR OVER 50 YEARS IN PROMOTING QUALITY ECONOMIC GROWTH IN THE GREATER ARLINGTON AREA TO MAKE THIS AREA THE BEST PLACE TO LIVE, WORK AND PLAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Board of Trade was organized on February 7, 1884, which later became the Greater Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce, now known as the JAX Chamber; and


WHEREAS, the purpose of the Greater Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce was then and remains today to drive quality economic growth in Northeast Florida to make this region the best place to live, work and play; and


WHEREAS, the Greater Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce created its Area Council program to provide unique programs and activities to promote and improve the business and civic climates of the unique geographic areas within the Greater Jacksonville area; and 


WHEREAS, after the Arlington Bridge, renamed in honor of John E. Mathews, who was a Florida state legislator and Chief Justice of the 1955 Florida Supreme Court, was opened in 1953, making Arlington far more accessible to and from the City of Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, the Greater Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce recognized the growth and development opportunities that the Arlington community offered to the City of Jacksonville, and in recognition of these growth and development opportunities the Arlington Area Council was officially formed as an Area Council of the Greater Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce in 1959; and 


WHEREAS, the Arlington Area Council, now known as the Arlington Council, has remained in continuous existence since its formation over 50 years ago and has remained as a leading force in the business and civic community; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Arlington Council of the JAX Chamber for its steadfast leadership for over 50 years in promoting quality economic growth in the Greater Arlington area to make this area the best place to live, work and play..

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
