RESOLUTION 2014-662-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING THE WORK AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF VETERANS’ NEWS NETWORK; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, veterans of our nation’s armed forces have been the sentinels at the gates of freedom throughout our nation’s history and we are indebted to them for their patriotism, service and sacrifices; and


WHEREAS, Veterans’ News Network is a distributor of high-profile, lifestyle-oriented content for members of the military and veterans community using multiple media platforms including radio, television, digital and mobile as well as magazines, seminars, forums, workshops, sponsorships etc.; and


WHEREAS, established in January 2014, the Veterans’ News Network has as its mission a commitment to being the voice of veterans and their active duty comrades throughout North Florida and South Georgia; and
