AN ORDINANCE Amending chapter 804 (Jacksonville traffic Code), ORDINANCE CODE, to Create new sections 804.801 (Jurisdictional application), 804.802 (Intent), 804.803 (Basic Justification for marking of a crosswalk), 804.804 (city council Request process) and 804.805 (Funding for crosswalk locations), Ordinance code, to provide for a process for REQUESTING A signalized intersection crossing, also known as a crosswalk, at specific intersection locations on local roads; Providing for renumbering of existing CODE provisions; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION INSTRUCTIONS; Creating a new Section 111.935 (Un-Signalized Intersection Crossing (Crosswalk) Trust Fund), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code, to establish a trust fund account for all donations and contributions of money, including gifts and grants received by the City for use in furthering the goals of this fund, as well as all funds as may be appropriated from time to time by Council, for the general purpose of funding costs associated with the installation, marking, signage and/or devices necessary for a crosswalk installation as described in Chapter 804, Part 8, Ordinance Code; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Chapter 804 (Jacksonville Traffic Code), Part 4 (Pedestrians’ Rights and Duties), Ordinance Code, to create new Sections 804.801 (Jurisdictional Application), 804.802 (Intent), 804.803 (Basic Justification for marking of a crosswalk), 804.804 (City Council Request Process) and 804.805 (Funding for crosswalk locations), Ordinance Code. Chapter 804 (Jacksonville Traffic Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows: 
Chapter 804. Jacksonville Traffic Code
* * *

Part 8. Pedestrians’ Rights and Duties

Sec. 804.801. Reserved Jurisdictional Application.

This Chapter applies territorially throughout the General Services District but shall apply within the Second, Third, Fourth and Fifth Urban Services Districts only to the extent that the City has responsibility for construction or maintenance of that portion of the City streets and highways system lying within these districts.
Sec. 804.802. Reserved Intent.

It is the intent of Council to provide a safe pedestrian environment to traverse the City and County roads in a manner that is consistent with Florida Statutes 316.130, while providing and encouraging a manner for pedestrians and bicyclists to share the roadways with vehicular traffic. 

Sec. 804.803. Reserved Basic Justification for Marking a Crosswalk. 

Crossings at uncontrolled intersections should be marked where all of the following are the case:

i. Sufficient demand exists to justify the installation of a crosswalk. An uncontrolled crossing should be identified as a candidate for marking if there is a demonstrated need for a marked crosswalk. Need can be demonstrated by either of the following:

— The crosswalk would serve 20 pedestrians per hour during the peak hour, 15 elderly and/or children per hour, or 60 pedestrians total for the highest consecutive 4-hour period; or

— The crossing is on a direct route to or from a pedestrian generator, such as a school, library, hospital, senior center, shopping center, park, employment center, and transit center or service.

ii. The location is 300 feet or more from another crossing location or a controlled crossing location.

iii. The location has sufficient sight distance (sight distance in feet should be greater than 10 times the speed limit) and/or sight distance will be improved prior to crosswalk marking.

iv. Safety considerations do not preclude a crosswalk.
v. Figure 1 should be used to determine if special treatments are needed to ensure safe crossing at uncontrolled locations. 
Sec. 804.804. Reserved City Council Request Process.

City Council Members upon review and input from the community may request the City Public Works Department for an un-signalized intersection crossing, also known as a crosswalk, at specific intersection locations on local roads.  The request shall quantify and explain the need focusing on the basic justification criteria. The specific factual basic justification criteria shall be included in the request. The Public Works Department within 60 days of receipt of the request shall identify the appropriate device for the particular location and cost of device thereof.
Sec. 804.805. Funding for crosswalk Installation.
 Upon receipt of a specific crosswalk request by Public Works, and design of the specific marking or device to be installed, legislation appropriating required funding for such marking, signage, and or device shall be required. 

Sec. 804.8056. Pedestrians walking where sidewalks not provided; not to solicit rides; certain charitable solicitations allowed.
(a) Pedestrians walking along a street or roadway where sidewalks are not provided shall walk on the left side of the street or roadway facing approaching traffic. 

(b) No person shall stand or be upon or go upon any roadway for the purpose of soliciting a ride or the sale of any thing or service or for charitable contributions or for the purpose of soliciting any business or employment from the occupant of any vehicle unless said solicitation is permitted pursuant to Section 804.8067 herein. 

(c) Subsection (a) shall also be applicable to riders of animals.

(d) No person shall stand or be upon or go upon any shoulder or berm or any neutral ground of any roadway for the purpose of soliciting a ride, employment, business, or charitable contribution or for the purpose of soliciting the sale of any thing or service from the occupant of any vehicle unless said solicitation is permitted pursuant to Section 804.8067 herein. Neutral ground mean and include any area which divides a roadway or divides the roadway for vehicles driving in opposite directions. 

(e)
Violation of this Section shall constitute a class A offense.

Creating a new Section 111.935 (Un-Signalized Intersection Crossing (Crosswalk) Trust Fund), Ordinance Code. Section 111.935, Ordinance Code, is hereby created to read as follows:

Sec. 111.935. Un-Signalized Intersection Crossing (Crosswalk) Trust Fund.

There is hereby created and established an Un-Signalized Intersection Crossing (Crosswalk) Trust Fund into which shall be deposited and from which shall be expended all donations and contributions of money, including gifts and grants received by the City for use in furthering the goals of this fund, as well as all funds as may be appropriated from time to time by Council, for the general purpose of funding costs associated with the installation, marking, signage and/or devices necessary for a crosswalk installation as described in Chapter 804, Part 8, Ordinance Code. All funds deposited into this Trust Fund, which shall include all interest earned or accrued, shall be the subject of a permanent and continuing appropriation that shall carry forward from year-to-year notwithstanding budget years.   Private donations to the trust fund may be dedicated for the benefit of a specific crosswalk. The Director of Finance is authorized to make disbursements from this Trust Fund upon written request of the Director of Public Works in accordance with Chapter 804, Ordinance Code.
