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ORDINANCE 2014-670-E
An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $135,878.28 IN FEDERAL HEARTH-EMERGENCY SOLUTION GRANT (HESG) REPROGRAMMED FUNDS TO I. M. SULZBACHER CENTER FOR THE HOMELESS FOR RAPID RE-HOUSING AND CASE MANAGEMENT OF CLIENTS, SHELTER OPERATION COSTS, AND SALARY ASSISTANCE FOR AGENCY STAFF, as initiated by b.t. 14-100; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE OR FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE APPROPRIATION; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to I. M. Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless for rapid re-housing and case management of clients, shelter operation costs, and salary assistance for agency staff. The funds are reprogrammed from projects completed in fiscal years 2012-2013.
Section 4.

Execution of Documents.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 3 above.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
