Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide HOME Investment Partnership Program (“HOME”) funding to provide activities that build, buy, and/or rehabilitate affordable housing for rent or homeownership and to provide direct rental assistance to low-income persons, as detailed in Exhibit 1 and outlined in the City’s Action Plan as approved by U. S. Housing and Urban Development. The program is administered pursuant to 24 CFR § 92. The Home Investment Partnership Program schedule is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 3, Rev Schedule, June 9, 2015 - Floor.

Section 4.

Authorization of positions.   There are hereby authorized the positions more fully described in R.C. 15-003, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

$338,403.60. Other non-profits organizations meeting the CHDO requirements throughout the fiscal year may become eligible for
funding after successfully completing the CHDO certification process.

5$62,801.20. Other non-profits organizations meeting the CHDO requirements throughout the fiscal year may become eligible for
funding after successfully completing the CHDO certification process.

Note 1:

The H2H Program targets qualified applicants whose income is 80% or less of the area median income (“AMI”) for Jacksonville. The
H2H Program offers financial assistance up to $15,000, to provide down payment and closing cost assistance to eligible
families/individuals who are interested in buying a home. An additional $5,000 may be awarded if homes are purchased in targeted
neighborhoods. All applicants are required to provide $500 of their own funds towards the down payment. Families/individuals, who
do not currently own a home and who will reside in the home as their primary residence, who meet household income criteria will
be eligible for assistance, pending funding availability. The program provides the homebuyer a choice of eligible properties including
single-family residences, townhouses, patio homes and condominiums. The homeownership interest of applicant/participants must
be free from any encumbrances and restrictions that would impair the marketability of the title, other than HOME Program
restrictions on resale detailed in the mortgages. Those properties acquired must meet all local building and zoning, rehabilitation,

and cost effective energy standards.
Note 2:

HOME Investment Partnership Targeted Area funds will be used for the acquisition, relocation, demolition, and redevelopment of
single-family housing units for ownership in a targeted area defined as starting at the northwest intersection of Moncrief Road and W
13th Street to the southwest intersection of Moncrief and the 20™ Street Expressway. In order to meet the HOME program
commitment deadline of October 2016, Northwest Jacksonville CDC, as the not-for-profit community based agency, will be required

to meet the following benchmarks:

. August 31, 2015 - Acquisition Plan, inclusive of detailed site plan and housing designs;
J September 30, 2015 - Marketing Plan and full scale preliminary budget citing sources and uses;

. March 15, 2016 - Site and permit review by Building Department;

Inability to fulfill any of the first three benchmarks will result in associated $1M to be reassigned to other eligible shovel ready
projects within District 8 targeted areas, with the Payne Avenue Redevelopment being the next highest priority.
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
